Minutes 
Regular meeting of Kendrick City council

Monday, January 14, 2008

 Mayor Jim Hoogland called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

Present were Council members Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Rose Norris, new council members Dale Lisher and Jeremy Alexander, and Public Works Director Steve Howerton, and acting secretary Cynthia Nye.

Guests present were Val Norris, Pat and Paul rush, Walter Steed, and Cory Baune.

Rose Norris moved and Mike Morgan seconded that the minutes be approved as read. Passed,

Milt Patterson moved and Mike seconded that the disbursements be approved.  One bill from JUB for 92.26 hours was not included since it needed approval from the council before being sent on to Coeur d’Alene. Milt moved and Mike seconded that the bill be approved. Passed.

Val Norris presented the Volunteer Fire Dept. report which concerned the Kendrick High School addition design and whether or not they needed sprinklers. Val told the school board that they are probably compliant so don’t need the sprinkler system. They have fire doors, monitored fire alarms, etc. The State Fire Marshall wants the city to send a letter saying that any increases in size will mean that they have to put in a sprinkler system. They would have to retrofit the whole building because they would then be in a different category of building.
Val Norris said that the volunteers don’t know the code like the fire marshal’s office so they use them as a resource to get advice. They need a resource other than Steve Machesnik the building inspector. There should be a plan review on all bigger projects. It costs more but avoids liability problems. 

Milt Patterson moved and Mike seconded to adopt the 2006 Building Code. 

The session was then closed at 7:25pm.by motion of Milt with second by Mike.

The new session was then opened with the first order of business being the swearing in of new council members Dale Lisher and Jeremy Alexander.

Steve Howerton reported that the restroom facility for the trail has been ordered and will be delivered in the middle of March from Spokane. Michelle Bly of Progressive will resubmit the grant. Steve had her add in another $5,000 to pave access paths. 
The city has its match in Steve’s time preparing the site, etc.
Steve also submitted a site plan to CXT Precast Products.  The site plan was reviewed by Randy Steinman of CXT.  He said the site is accessible with their semi-truck and crane. The restroom will be released to production on January 16, 2008.  The tentative delivery date has been established between March 15th through the 26th.

Barb Murphy has had trouble with roots from a maple tree getting into her sewer. Mike moved and Milt seconded to have the city pay half of the cost of having the Roto Rooter man clean the sewer.

Steve and Jim are going to look at 102 West Main St. in regards to a fence issue.

Jim Hoogland stated the city is not going to get the Bartlett property as a well site. He had talked to Jim Stravens about the street sign grant which cost $720. Juliaetta has not paid their half of the cost. Kendrick has paid the whole of it. Milt said that he thought he had a letter which said that it wouldn’t cost anything for Mr. Stravens to write grants.

Mayor Hoogland appointed Dale Lisher to the Parks and Recreation committee and Jeremy Alexander to the Fire Department. The Council voted Mike Morgan to be the President for the coming year.

Walter Steed and Cory Baune of JUB made a presentation on the water project. Pat and Paul Rush were there because they want to develop some lots of land that are higher in the town and they want sufficient water pressure for the properties.
Two wells have been drilled. Well #6 will not be completed at this time because of the small amount of flow. Well #5 will be the only additional source of water supply.

Water can reach building sites in the upper part of town by adding another booster pump. It is up to the city whether they pay the costs or have a developer pay according to Walter Steed.

The current concrete tank was built in the early 1900’s and holds 75,000 gallons. The plan originally called for a replacement tank that would hold 350,000gallons at the same height. The Department of Environmental Quality wants an operational pressure of 60psi and 40psi for new development. 

If the tank were placed higher the city would need another booster pump and create another pressure zone. Individual households could have their own booster pumps. The flow at the nearest hydrant should not be less than 20psi.
Jeremy Alexander moved and Milt seconded that the council accept the well at the high school and not pursue any additional wells. Motion carried.

Milt Patterson moved and Mile Morgan seconded that the city continue with the original plan for the tank to be built near the current concrete tank. Motion passed.

The council directed Cory Baune to design the tank as originally conceived and get bids for the tank and the section of West Main St. where there is a leak in the water pipe and to finish the well design.

Steve Howerton reported on discussions with the high school about putting in the water line from the new well behind the school. The school is going to start demolishing the gym in mid-March and would like it in before then. 

It couldn’t be designed and bid out before then. The city probably won’t be ready to put that pipe in until October when it is expected that they will be done working on the high school addition. Milt moved and Mike seconded that the council approve proceeding as discussed as part of the large package. Passed.
There was a discussion concerning a new manufactured home ordinance.  Mike stated he would like to review it before the council makes a decision.

Motion was made by Dale and seconded by Jeremy to adjourned the meeting at 10:00pm.  All were in favor.
