MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

JANUARY 28, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, City Clerk Barbara Brady and Public Works Director Steve Howerton.    Guests present were Michelle Bly and Terry Nab from Progressive Engineering and Pool Committee members George Brocke, Don Ingle and Polly Taylor Dennler.
The floor was opened to Michelle Bly who gave the council an update of the status for the grant application from Idaho Parks and Recreation for the RV Park.   The Grant application is for $23,725 with matching funds of $6425.  Michelle asked the council to approve the application and authorize the Mayor to sign the application.  Milt moved and Mike seconded to authorize the Mayor to sign.  All were in favor. 

The floor was opened to George Brocke and the pool committee.  An update was presented on the status of the committee’s progress.  George discussed a draft agreement between Kendrick, Juliaetta and the Rec District and the necessity of approving this agreement.  The draft will be presented to Juliaetta at their next council meeting and to the Rec District on February 18th.    There was a lengthy discussion by the council on the agreement and some items that need clarification.

Polly presented the council with an update on the progress of fund raising by the committee.  The committee has applied for several grants including the Inland Northwest Community Foundation for $35,000, Idaho Community Foundation for $5000 and one additional grant for $15,000.  Polly stressed the importance of having the pool agreement signed.  Without the agreement no grant funds would be available.  
Don Ingle gave an update on the progress of obtaining contractors and volunteers for the pool repairs.  They are optimistic about having repairs completed and opening the pool this season.

The minutes from the January 14th meeting were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to approve payment of the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Jim reviewed the correspondence.  No action was necessary.

The council was provided a draft copy of the City’s audit as provided by the city auditor.  Jim asked the council to review the information.  Barb will need to also review the information and contact the auditor to make a final presentation to the council. 

Maintenance:  Steve reported to the council about meeting with resident Adrian Geurtsen concerning the approach to his driveway.  He shares this approach with the neighboring house which is a rental.  He would like to fence off his property which would compromise the approach for both his residence and the rental.  Steve is suggesting the City recommend he have the property surveyed before proceeding. The resident will need to apply to the Idaho Transportation Department for a permit to redo the driveway approach. 

Steve reviewed a letter received from the Army Corp of Engineers concerning the vegetation around the creek near the High School.

Steve also reviewed information from DEQ concerning the 2008 testing requirements of the city’s drinking water.

Treasurer’s report: Barbara reported that she is currently trying to catch up since her return from medical leave.  The bank accounts for November and December have been reconciled.  She will have financial reports for the council at the next meeting.  Barbara also reported that a check for property taxes was received this month. 
Planning and Zoning:  Mike discussed the proposed ordinance for manufactured homes.  He asked the council to review the draft ordinance and bring questions to the next meeting.  The P&Z committee has recommended a change to our existing ordinance.  Mike will follow up.
SWAC: Jim discussed with the council the new agreement with Latah Sanitation increasing rates by 2.6%.  He asked that they approve his signature on the agreement.  Dale moved and Jeremy seconded approval.  All were in favor.
Depot project:  The new bathroom has been ordered and will arrive in March.  We have not yet received a bill.  Steve will contact CXT Cement Products on a motion by Milt and second by Mike.  Motion carried.
Barbara will have a new building code ordinance ready at our next council meeting.

Jim discussed sewer rates and stated the audit is showing a loss last year.  He feels we will need to increase sewer rates and evaluate the number of units we are charging for at businesses and the school.

Jim discussed with the council a possible amendment to the ordinance for council and mayor salary to penalize for missed meetings.  The council took this under advisement.

Dale moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 PM.  All were in favor.
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
