MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

FEBRUARY 11, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:03 PM.  Present were Council members Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, City Clerk Barbara Brady and Public Works Director Steve Howerton.    Guests present were Pool Committee members George Brocke, Patty Silflow, Polly Taylor Dennler and Cynthia Nye.

The floor was opened to the pool committee.  George Brocke discussed the joint agreement between Juliaetta, the Recreation District and Kendrick for the pool.  There were questions regarding the requirements for a separate bank account and any excess funds at the end of the season being returned to the Recreation District.  After a lengthy discussion Dale moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the agreement.  All were in favor.  The Fire hall will be used for a joint meeting with Juliaetta and the Rec District on February 18th.  The time will be determined after the Juliaetta council meeting.
Polly presented updated information on the grant application to the Inland NW Community Foundation.  She is in need of additional information from the City and will meet with Barbara to obtain the information before submitting the grant.

The minutes were reviewed and Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor. 

Disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Milt seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Jim noted a letter from the JK parent teachers association requesting the use of Railroad Street from Kendrick AG to the RV Dump for a Bike-a-Thon to be held on May 3rd from 8:00 Am to 1:00 PM.  The council was in agreement.  Will Harrington was contacted on correction of the vicious dog ordinance and increasing the fine to $1000.  Jim covered a letter on Idaho communities joining the Idaho Meth project.  Jim also covered information concerning federal programs being cut for the federal FY 2009 in the president’s budget.  This could affect grant programs.   No additional actions necessary.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve reported that he had met with JUB engineers to discuss the use of any money left over from the well drilling project.  He stated that they had identified phases of the water line project to apply these funds. Phase one would be #1 well under the highway from the pump house to the trail.  Phase 2 would be from number one well house East on Wheeler ST, North on Pearl East on Old Main to the highway to tie into existing line.  Phase 3 would be the South side of the Highway to along the curve of the highway to Mill Street. This would serve homes on the North side of Highway 3.  Phase 4 would be southwest along Wheeler St toward the state shed. 
Steve reported that Dan Brown called concerning a maple tree on the East side of his house on Pike St. needs to have dead branches trimmed.  Milt stated that he would bring this up to the tree committee at the next meeting.

There was a lengthy discussion on the replacement of sidewalks.  The mayor stated that this is a project that could be completed with the grants available from the transportation plan.

Steve reported that he has received detail plans for the new restrooms.  He will be reviewing them to determine what preliminary work needs to be done before installation.  There was a discussion on the necessity of the tree committee removing the compost pile next to the Depot to make room for the restrooms.  Milt will bring this up to the tree committee.
Steve reported that he had drafted a letter to Aadrian Guertsen concerning his request for changing the driveway approach to his property.  

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT:  Barbara provided the council with financial reports for the months of November and December.  January with be forthcoming.

PLANNING & ZONING: Mike reported that P&Z will be working on the necessary changed to Kendrick Ordinances pertaining to P&Z.

WATER PROJECT: JUB will submit a schedule of construction events after the meeting to be held in Coeur d’ Alene.

PARKS AND RECS: Dale reported that he is looking into how other towns are handling the operation of their pools.  He will report back to the council.

Ordinance #715 approving the 2006 building codes was reviewed.  Milt moved to adopt the ordinance under suspension of rules.  Dale seconded the motion.  A role call vote was taken with ayes by Milt, Jeremy, Dale and Mike.  The motion passed.
Ordinance #716 approving new codes for the installation of manufactured homes within the Kendrick city limits reviewed.  Mike moved to adopt the ordinance under suspension of rules.  Milt seconded the motion.  A role call vote was taken with ayes by Milt, Jeremy, Dale and Mike.  The motion passed.

Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 PM.  All were in favor.
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
