MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

March 10, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:030 PM.  Present were Council members Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander and City Clerk Barbara Brady. Public Works Director Steve Howerton was not present.    Guests present were Judy White of White Insurance Agency and resident Cynthia Nye.

The floor was opened to Judy White.  Judy presented the council with information pertaining to an employee issue with the disability insurance provided by the city for employees.  LifeWise insurance requires employees to work 30 hours per week in order to be eligible for this benefit.  Currently we have one 40 hour a week employee and one 28 hour a week employee.  Additionally, they require at least 2 eligible employees belong to the plan.  The council thanked Judy for the information and took this under advisement.

The minutes from the February 25th meeting were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve the disbursements with the addition of 2 receipts from the fire department and 2 JUB invoices on the water project needing Jims signature before forwarding to Ted Anderson at Idaho Rural Water.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Jim noted that he had been in touch with Jim Stravens and we will be reapplying for the grant on the signs next year.  There was an email concerning the grant we applied for on the RV Park requesting information on the rates the City will charge.  The City replied we will be charging $20 per night.
Jim reviewed an email he received from auditor Mitch Marx concerning budgeting for sewer rates.

MAINTENANCE:  No report.  Steve is on vacation this week.  Jim noted that upon his return he will be working on installing the water and sewer lines for the new restroom.  Jim noted that the pool has been cleaned out in preparation for repairs planned by the pool committee.

CLERK/TREASURERE’S REPORT:  Barbara reported that all of the bank statements for February have not been received so the financial reports will be presented at the next meeting.

URBAN FORESTRY: Milt reported on a dead tree in resident Dan Brown’ yard.  The tree committee has not made a decision on how to handle yet.

PLANNING AND ZONING: Mike reported that the next meeting will be held on Monday, March 17th.

PARKS AND RECS: Dale reported that the drain line at the pool had been inspected by Roto-Rooter and there were no problems.  Juliaetta will be having their council meeting Tuesday, March 11th.  The pool agreement will be discussed and Dale will be attending the meeting.

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  No report.  Jeremy had several questions on prior council decisions on mutual aid agreements and the council discussed this at length.

SWAC: Jim reported that the next meeting will be held on March 18th.

POOL RENOVATION: Jim reported that the pool committee has submitted the grant application to the NW Foundation.

For the benefit on the new council members there was a lengthy discussion on the Depot restoration project. No action taken.

Jim reviewed some sample ordinances from other Cities pertaining to nuisances and junk vehicles.  He asked the council to review them for possible examples for changes to our ordinances.

Jim presented the council with information on our current sewer rates and the calculations and cash flow necessary for a possible refinance of our bonds.
Dale moved and Milt seconded to convene to executive session to discuss an employee issue at 8:35 PM
