MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

April 14, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Mike Morgan, Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Mitchell Marx of Presnell Gage, Val Norris, Paul and Pat Rush and Cynthia Nye.

The floor was opened to Mitchell Marx who presented the council with a final audit review of FY 2007.  There were no major findings in the audit and the council had no questions.

The floor was opened to Val Norris.  Val presented concerns for the future necessities of the fire department purchase of new equipment.  He would like to annually budget for future equipment and set these funds aside as a contingency fund.  The council took this under advisement.  Val also discussed the need for a dump site for the removal of dirt near the fire hall.  The city does not have an available site and the council did not have any suggestions, with the possible exception or Roger Warner’s property.
The floor was opened to Paul Rush.  Paul is in the preliminary plans of a subdivision within the City limits and has presented the council with plot plans at a previous meeting.   Paul would like a letter from the City approving the preliminary plans before proceeding with plans for the development.  Paul stated that his engineer will be meeting with a contractor next week to discuss road construction.

The minutes from the March 24th meeting were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Milt seconded to approve the disbursements including several additions.  All were in favor.  Jim asked the council to approve the April 4th invoice to JUB for $42,448.63 on the well project.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the invoice.  All were in favor and it will be forwarded to Rural Development for payment.
MAINTENANCE REPORT: Steve reported that the Kendrick High School wants a new meter installed outside if the school building in a vault.  Steve asked the councils opinion on the cost of this installation and the council was in agreement that this should be the expense of the school.  Steve will let the school know that this will be charged to them.

The CXT restroom project is ready for delivery of the building.  Steve will be contacting them for finalization of the delivery.
Steve reported that there was a request to plant a tree in the cemetery as a memorial.  He checked with the cemetery maintenance and informed the resident that this was not permitted.  He suggested a bench along the trail or in the park and recommended they contact Jim Brocke.

Steve reported on a letter from the EPA inspection report done in October, 2007.  He stated that our meter testing equipment for chlorine and ph was outdated and in need of updating.
Paul Rush’s request for approval of the preliminary plot plan for his sub development was discussed.  The council has concerns about fire protection to the site as well as sewer and water and road specs.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to send Paul a letter approving the preliminary plans provided he meet the requirements in the City’s subdivision ordinance and address the fire flow, sewer and water, and road specification concerns.  All were in favor.

Steve reported that the pool filter installation and playground equipment will be his next projects.  Mike asked about installing a fence around the area that has been cleared in the park for installation of swings.  Steve does not have time to pursue this and Mike will be getting quotes on an outside installer.
CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: Barbara presented the council with March financial statements.  Barbara also reported that Kendrick’s portion of the pool funding has been transferred to the pool checking account.  A bill has been sent to Juliaetta and the JK Rec District for their portions.

URBAN FORESTRY: Milt noted that Kendrick did not receive the Arbor Day grant this year so the tree committee will not be planting a tree this year.  Milt also presented to the council a request from the tree committee asking the City to consider pursuing a class action suit against the state and the herbicide company that sprayed some time back causing damage to the City’s canopy.  The council does not wish to pursue this at this time.
Milt requested that the council consider paying Carol Haynes to trim the trees along Main Street. There are funds budgeted for tree trimming.  Milt felt that it would take approximately 8 hours to do the trimming.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve paying Carol for the tree trimming.  All were in favor.

PLANNING & ZONING: Jim recommended to the council to rescind the current planning and zoning ordinance 684 and create a new ordinance incorporating the recommended changes made by the P&Z committee rather than just an ordinance to amend the old ordinance.  Dale moved and Milt seconded to rescind the ordinance 684 and create a new ordinance.  All were in favor.
PARKS & RECS: The pool equipment is supposed to arrive this week.  Dale will be there to observe the installation.

Dale noted that the Juliaetta and Kendrick city wide yard sale will be held on June 14th.  There will allow vendors in the park again this year.

Dale reported that the pool committee has raised $92,000 to date.  Dale also asked that the council consider removing the shrubbery around the entrance to the pool area.  They have become overgrown and the garden club would like to put in some flower beds that are easier to maintain.  The council agreed.

Dale reported that there will be a meeting of the pool advisory committee on Thursday of this week to discuss rates and other pending concerns for this pool season.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy reported that the department is continuing with essentials training.  They held their annual pancake breakfast on March 30th and raised $1000 this year.
Jim discussed an increase of sewer units at the Kendrick High School.  He is recommending that the units be increased from 6 units to 18 beginning July 1st which is the beginning of the school’s fiscal year.  He has discussed this with the superintendent of the school and they have agreed to the increase.  Jim also noted that he has discussed this increase with the Association of Idaho Cities and the City Attorney Will Harrington and they have stated that it is not necessary for the City to hold a public hearing on this increase as it is an increase in the number of units and not an increase in the rate per unit.  Dale moved and Jeremy seconded to increase the number units.  A role call vote was taken.  Dale-yes, Jeremy-yes, Mike-yes and Milt-no.

Resolution 8-225 to increase the sewer rates was reviewed.  Dale moved and Mike seconded to approve the resolution.  All were in favor.
Jim noted that the Latah County Sheriff will be at the grange hall on April 23rd to meet with citizens.

Jim would like to present a certificate of appreciation to Mike Morgan and Levi Bruce for their work on the installation of swings in the park.  Barbara will create a certificate.

Jim discussed an abandoned car at the Deobald garage that the owner of the garage would like to have removed.  The council noted that this is private property and the owner needs to notify the Latah Sheriff to have it towed.

Jim noted that a letter has been sent to Idaho Department of Lands regarding the proposed rock crushing on the west end of Kendrick outlining Kendrick’s concerns that blasting could have on our air quality and the effect on our wells.

The Lions club will install two Arbor Day flags on main street.

Jim noted that a copy of the finalized FY 2007 audit will be sent to the water bond refinance company to update our financial information and possibly refinance our existing bonds with a lower interest rate.

Mike moved and Dale seconded to move to executive session at 9:40 PM to discuss an employment matter.  All were in favor.

Mike moved and Dale seconded to convene to regular session and close the meeting at 9:50 PM.  All were in favor.
