MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

April 28, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Mike Morgan, Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Paul and Pat Rush, Jerry Bruce and Cynthia Nye.

The floor was opened to Paul Rush and Jerry Bruce to discuss plans to excavate the road to Paul’s development site.  Paul presented a plan to the council to excavate rock from the city’s new tank site.  Jerry stated that he could use 1000 yards of the rock at Stella Jones Pole yard and more rock for developing the road for Paul Rush that would extend to the corner of “C” Street where a cul-de-sac would be constructed.  The amount of rock has not yet been determined.  In exchange, Paul asked the City to waive the water and sewer hookup fees for the new development, as well as providing a variance to eliminate the sidewalk and gutter requirements, allowing an easement to our existing platted street.  

The Council will take this under advisement.
The minutes for the April 14, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Milt moved and Mike seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A request from Rose Norris to follow up the council’s previous decision to have Breanna Steigers paint the signs at the entrances to town was reviewed.  Jim will contact Breanna about that project.

Jim discussed a letter from the Idaho Department of Lands about the mining operation on the outskirts of town.

Juliaetta-Kendrick CDA has requested donations to help with the costs of their quarterly newsletter.  No council decision was made.

MAINTENANCE: There was a lengthy discussion on the presentation from Paul Rush concerning the excavation around the new water tank site. After discussion, Milt moved and Mike seconded to grant a variance for the sidewalk and gutter requirements, an easement to our existing platted street and waive the water and sewer hook up fees providing the road extends to C Street and that all fire flow issues are addressed before proceeding.  The Council wished to highly recommend that the 8” sewer main extends down “E” and 8th Streets.  All were in favor.
Steve reported on the installation of a new water meter at the high school.  The contractor will be paying for the parts and pipe.  Steve will need to do the connection to the City’s water system.  It will be a minimum of 6 hours of Steve’s time.

Steve reported that there has been a delay in the delivery of the prefab restroom to be installed near the Depot.  They are anticipating delivery by the end of this week.

Steve reported that he will be trying to do some street sweeping on 9th Street as soon as possible.

The small shed across from City Hall was discussed.  This building is in disrepair and Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to dispose of the shed.  All were in favor.  Steve will try to work this into his schedule.  The Council understands permission was given to the fire department to burn down the shed.
There was no report from the Clerk Treasurer this meeting.

URBAN FORESTRY: Milt reported that the tree committee planted a tree near the horseshoe pit for the Arbor Day celebration.

The ailing tree on the Brown’s property was discussed.  Jim talked to Dan Brown who requested permission to trim the dead branches.  The council was in agreement.

PARKS & RECS: Mike reported that the fence posts have been installed in the new swing set area.  The fence should be completed next week.  Mike has ordered the new swing set equipment.  Delivery is scheduled by May 16th.  Jim asked Mike to fill out a grant request from JK Rec District for this project.
Steve asked about the pool committee’s compliance for the health department’s requirements for the pool operators for this season.  Dale reported that a special class has been set up for the employees training so all requirements will be met.  Dale also reported that 4 people have started life guard training classes.  All training will be completed by June 2nd. 
Dale reported that the cement work on the pool has been started.  The pool committee will be checking on the progress at their May 1st meeting.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy noted that the fire department brush truck was used by a department member for personal use.  He will be looking into this matter.
WATER PROJECT: Jim reported that JUB Engineers has inquired if the City would like to use epoxy coated rebar in the project.  The cost is substantially more for a minor increase of equipment longevity.  The council voted not to use the epoxy.
Jim noted that JUB has supplied a schedule for the remainder of the project.

The temporary access easement for the Renfrow property to the water tower site has been signed.  It has been sent to be recorded with the county.  A copy will be sent to JUB Engineers.
Jim noted that the fire department has supplied a copy of their by-laws for the City to keep on file.

Codification of our ordinances was discussed.  The council has requested that Barbara look into the costs for this project.

Jim noted that the grant request for the RV Park will be decided on May 14th.  There were very few requests this year so we have a good chance of receiving this grant.

Ordinance 718 for updating the City’s planning and zoning was tabled until the next meeting.

The Council reviewed medical and prescription benefits of employee’s repayment by the City for deductibles on medical for $500 and prescription $250.
Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to go to executive session at 9:15 PM to discuss personnel issues.  All were in favor.
Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to convience to regular session at 9:40 PM
Milt moved and Dale seconded to hire Cynthia Nye as part time fill in deputy clerk contingent on Barbara’s satisfaction of her qualifications.  All were in favor.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:42 PM.
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
