MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

June 9, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Mike Morgan, Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Cynthia Nye and Fire Chief Val Norris.

The floor was opened to Fire Chief Val Norris.  Val presented receipts for batteries and paint for the fire hall that need to be reimbursed to him.  Val briefly discussed mutual aid agreements and then opened the discussion to the pending agreement with Paul Rush for his subdivision development.  Val noted that NFPA requires the fire flow to be 1500 gallons per minute for 2 hours.  He did say that the installation of sprinkler systems will reduce this requirement.  Val asked for a copy of the pending agreement between the City and Paul Rush for his review.  Barbara will send him a copy.

Val noted that the Kendrick department had participated in a live fire burn in Juliaetta.  The association with reimburse $300 to the departments.   Kendrick’s share will be $100 and Val will forward the check when it is received to the City.  He would like this credit to go against fuel costs.

Val asked about the deadline for budget figures for the next fiscal year.  Barbara asked that they be in to the City by the end of June.

The minutes from the May 12th regular meeting of the council were reviewed.  Mike moved and Milt seconded to approve the minutes as written.  The minutes from the May 15th special meeting were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve as written.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  The council asked that all invoices paid to date out of the pool management checking account be presented to the pool committee for reimbursement.  Barbara will give a list to Dale to present at the next committee meeting.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the disbursements for payment.   

Correspondence was reviewed.  Jim noted a letter from resident Joyce Brocke concerning brush burning.  Project Access will meet on the 4th Tuesdays at the Senior Center.  Jim noted that the bond refinance application has been sent to the bank.

The Idaho Parks and Recreation grant was approved for the RV parking sites.  The council approved for Jim to sign the grant papers. 

Jim reviewed information presented to AIC to be included in the historical information for the cities in Idaho.  He asked the council to review it and let him know if there are any recommended changes.
Jim noted that the work on the water tank and well house has been advertised for bids.  The bid closing is July 9th.
MAINTENANCE:  Steve noted that the pastor of the Southwick Community Church has made a request to put up a street banner advertising the concert in the park scheduled for July.  The council did not have any objections.  Steve will inform the pastor.

Steve noted that DEQ has requested to install an air monitoring device on City property near the well house on Main Street.  The council did not have any objections.

Steve noted that he will not be doing any discharging at the lagoon for the next couple of months.

Mike asked that the City send thank you letters to the volunteers that helped install the new playground equipment.  Mike will provide Barbara with a list of names.

CLERK TREASURER: No report.

URBAN FORESTRY: Milt noted that the tree committee is losing a couple of members and asked if anyone had any suggestions on volunteers to let him know.  The committee has hired Brandon Seldon to do the watering and trimming for the next year.  

There was a discussion of an overgrown tree that is in the public right of way that needs trimming.  A letter will be sent to the resident.

PLANNING & ZONING: the next meeting was canceled.  

PARKS & RECREATION: Dale reported that the weather has caused a delay in the painting of the pool floor.  When the weather clears the remaining work will be done.  The pool employees have taken training classes for the chemical testing of the pool.  All employees passed.  The sale of pool passes was discussed.  The committee is requesting that all passes be purchased at the pool.

SWAC:  Next meeting is scheduled for June 18th.

Codifying ordinances was discussed.  The council would like to pursue this.  Milt moved and Dale seconded to authorize Barbara to notify Sterling and arrange to begin this process.

Steve notified the council that JC will be working until June 26th and will be leaving for school after that date.  Steve would like to interview one of the high school applicants to pursue hiring for the summer.  Dale and Jim would like to attend the interview.

Milt moved and Mike seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 PM.  All were in favor. 
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
