MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

June 23, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:10 PM.  Present were Council members Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Council member Mike Morgan was not present. Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Fire Chief Val Norris, Rose Norris and Cory Baune of JUB Engineers.

The floor was opened to Fire Chief Val Norris.  Val presented the council with an Automatic Aid Agreement between Juliaetta and Kendrick. He asked that the council review it and authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement.  The council took it under advisement and will discuss it at a later date.

Val informed the council that the Insurance Survey Rating Bureau will be here in July and they are hoping to reduce the departments rating to a 6 down from a 7.  Val noted that the department has applied for a grant with IDL which requires a 10% match.  The match has already been met.  The department will also be applying for another grant that comes from the sale of state license plate funds.  This grant does not require a match.

Val also asked council member Jeremy Alexander to arrange access for the department to the Brocke plant to set up the fire pump they have at that location.  Jeremy will check into this.

The floor was opened to Cory Baune of JUB Engineers.  Cory noted that since the well project has been put out for bids the City needs to be aware of construction requirements by the EPA that necessitates the filing of a storm water pollution prevention plan.  This plan has been prepared by JUB, however, there are possibilities that EPA will visit the construction site and could charge fines to both the City and the contractor for any items in violation to the plan.  Cory asked the council to decide who would administer and review the plan during construction.  The contractor is ultimately responsible, but because of the possibility of the fines he is asking that more attention be spent on the plan.  This could be administered by the City or JUB could be hired to monitor this plan.  The fees for this are not in the existing fee structure from JUB.
After consideration the council felt that the City would review the plan and hold the contractor responsible for the administration of this process.

The minutes from the June 9th regular meeting of the council were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve the minutes as written.   All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Milt seconded to approve the disbursements for payment.   All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  The agreement with Sterling Codifiers was reviewed and approved.  The current bill from JUB Engineers was reviewed.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to have Jim sign the bill and forward to UDSA for payment approval.  All were in favor.

A letter from EPA for a hold harmless agreement was reviewed.  This agreement is for the installation of an air quality monitoring device on City property.  This monitor is to monitor the air quality during the farmers open burning of the fields.  Dale moved and Milt seconded to approve the Mayor signing of the agreement.  All were in favor.

A letter from Della Patterson concerning the rattling of several manholes on the state highway near her home was reviewed.  The rattling is disturbing the peace during the nighttime hours.  Steve will contact the state highway department to discuss replacing of these manholes.
Jim noted that the contract with Paul Rush concerning the sub development near our well site has been rescinded.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT:  Steve reported that he has hired Orrin Brown as a maintenance helper for the summer.  Today was JC’s last day.

Steve reported that he has been spending considerable time at the pool.  The painting and concrete work is done.  The electrical work should be completed by Wednesday.  He will call the contractor to come back for the start up to take care of any unforeseen problems.

Steve will be doing the water testing of the Potlatch River this week.  This is the final testing for the 3 year requirement.  The results will be sent to EPA.

Steve has completed the 2008 Drinking Water Consumer Confidence Report.  This report will be on file for the general public’s review.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT:  Barbara presented the council with May financial statements.  No other item to report.
URBAN FORESTRY: The minutes for the last 2 committee meetings were reviewed.  There was a discussion of trees needing trimming.  A request was made by Della Patterson to trim a tree on her property.  The council asked Milt to get a complete list of trees needing trimming from the committee.  He will report back to the council.

PARKS & REC: Dale reported that the pool will be receiving a new cash register that will be programmable to report attendance.  The manager and cashier will be trained on how to use it.
SWAC:  Jim attended the committee meeting.  He reported that both the bulky waste and the county will be increasing fees.  He feels the City will need to take a look at our current fees to see if we will be able to meet the increase in expenses.  Bulky waste site will be closed July 5th.
Jim asked the council if they had reviewed the information for the history of Kendrick for AIC.  The council agreed to send it to AIC as written.
Jim presented the council with a copy of the Health and Safety ordinance from Juliaetta.  He would like Barbara to produce an ordinance from this information for Kendrick to adopt.  The council agreed.

The scheduling of a budget workshop meeting was discussed.  July 21st at 5:00 PM was set for the workshop meeting.

Milt moved and Dale seconded to move to executive session at 9:25 PM, to discuss employee matters.  All were in favor.
Dale moved at and Jeremy seconded at 10:05 PM to reconvene to the regular session.    All were in favor.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting.
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
