MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

July 14, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:05 PM.  Present were Council members Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Fire Chief Val Norris, Rose Norris, Anna Bruce, Walter Steed and Cory Baune and Amy Uptmor of JUB Engineers.

The floor was opened to Fire Chief Val Norris.  Val presented some bill for the fire department that need to be paid.  Val spoke briefly on current events at the fire department.

The floor was opened to Anna and Rose who spoke about the Night in the Park scheduled for July 25th at 6:00 PM.  They would like the council members to attend if possible.  Anna also informed the council of the resignation of Lillian Howerton from the KJ Community Development Association.  Anna asked if the city would recognize Lillian for the many years of service to our community.  The Mayor agreed and a certificate of appreciation will be presented.   Rose will be taking over the website for the organization.
The floor was opened to Cory Baune of JUB Engineers.  Cory informed the council that the well drilling project has been completed and it needs to be formally declared final by the council.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to accept the project as final and approve the release of retainage funds.  All were in favor.
Cory presented the council with the information from the bid opening for the water tank project.  The lowest bid is well above the City’s available funding.  Cory discussed possible areas that more funding for the project might be available, the possibility of rebidding the project or possibly changing the scope of the project to eliminate some of the costs.

Cory’s final three proposals to the council were (1) rebid the project (2) authorize JUB to enter into negotiations with the low bidder to modify the project to reduce costs and (3) eliminate the well house water line, seek additional funding and completed the project at a later date.

After a lengthy discussion Milt moved and Mike seconded to authorize the engineers to enter into negotiations with the low bidder to modify the project to reduce costs.  All were in favor.  

Cory will begin immediately and try to report back to the council on Monday, July 21st at the special budget workshop meeting.
The minutes from the June 23rd meeting of the council were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.   All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Pool invoices were given to Dale to present to the pool committee for payment. Mike moved and Milt seconded to approve the disbursements for payment.   All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.   Jim noted that a letter from the IRS was received stated that 22 residents have not applied for their economic stimulus checks and they are asking us to post reminders to file.  Jim asked if Dale would present the information at the senior center.
Time Warner has made an agreement with Wind Jammer Communications.
MAINTENANCE:  Steve informed the council that a letter from EPA dated June 25th has been received outlining violations at the lagoon.  Steve has set a meeting with EPA to discuss this issue on July 23rd.  He has asked the City Attorney to attend.  He has also contacted Progressive Engineering to attend the meeting.
Steve is in the process of replacing the manholes that Della Patterson complained about.  Also the tree at her property has had the dead wood removed but still needs to be trimmed.

Steve is still spending some time at the pool but things have slowed down a bit.  CXT will be delivering the prefab restroom on July 16th or 17th.
CLERK TREASURER: Barbara presented the council with June financial statements.  She also presented the council with a draft of the FY 2009 budget to review before the budget workshop scheduled for 5:00 PM on Monday July 21st.
PARKS & RECS:  Steve asked that the pool employees be more involved with the daily maintenance, chlorine dispensing.  Dale has been out of town but checked with the pool and all seems to be doing ok. 

Steve will be starting on the RV park project after the manholes are installed.

Jim asked the council to decide on the acceptance of the automatic mutual aid agreement with the Kendrick and Juliaetta fire departments.  Jeremy moved and Milt seconded to approve the Mayor’s signature.  All were in favor.

Jim discussed the refinancing of the current water bonds.  We will have an answer in 2 to 3 weeks.

Jim has sent in the application to the Latah Hwy District concerning the 10 feet at the high school near the new well.

Steve McMillan has contacted the City about the setback requirements necessary for fencing around his property on Main Street for a motorcycle sales lot.

Dale moved and Milt seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 PM.  All were in favor.
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
