MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

July 28, 2008

Mayor Hoogland called the meeting to order 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Council member Milt Patterson was not present.  Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Terry Nap of Progressive Engineering and Amy Uptmor of JUB Engineers.

The floor was opened to Amy Uptmor who presented the Council with an updated bid for the water tank project.  The bid is within the City’s available funds for the project.  After review of the bid and considerable discussion Mike moved to accept the bid from S&L with the revised total of $1,093,466 for the project.  Dale seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Barbara presented the Council with a bid from Doug Silflow for replacement of the windows in City Hall.  The Council reviewed the bid but would like a second bid before further consideration.  

The minutes from the July 14th meeting of the council were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve the minutes as written.   All were in favor.  The minutes for the special meeting of July 21st were reviewed. Mike moved and Dale seconded to approve the July 21st minutes as written.  All were in favor.
The disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve the disbursements for payment.   All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  The application to the South Latah County for right-of-way was reviewed by the Mayor.  

A letter from Mike Moore’s office to approve his firm as bond attorney for the possible refinance of the 1996 water bond was reviewed.  Dale moved and Mike seconded to approve the hiring of Mike Moore as the bond attorney.  All were in favor.

The floor was opened to Terry Nap of Progressive Engineering to discuss the conference call from the EPA concerning wastewater violations at the lagoon.  Terry discussed possible ways to eliminate the problems at the lagoon.
MAINTENANCE:  Steve reported that the CXT bathroom has been delivered.  The plumbing, drains and water hook up needs to be completed.
Steve thinks he will be able to start on the RV Park project within the next couple of weeks.  He anticipates he may be able to complete the project by the end of the fiscal year.

Steve reported that he had received a call from Kaye Morey concerning property they had purchased from the neighbor.  They would like to put in a driveway to access the rear of their property.  There is a sewer main running through this property and Steve indicated they are aware that they cannot dig or build on this site.  There is a maple tree that they will be removing.

Steve McMillan has requested a waiver on the height of a fence he has requested to build on his property on Main Street.  The council has referred this to Planning & Zoning.

PARKS & RECS: Dale reported that the night in the Park was a success.  There was some discussion about a problem with the scheduling of the pool party overlapping the lap swim session.

Dale discussed the motor pump at the pool seems to run hot.  Steve checked with Cannon Electric and this is normal.
Jim discussed with the council a letter from the City’s attorney concerning hiring him as an employee due to IRS rulings in other Cities.  No action was taken at this time.

Jim handed out a draft copy of a possible ordinance concerning nuisances for the Council to review.  This will be brought up at a later date.
The draft budget was discussed and some changes were made.

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to convene to executive session ant 9:10 PM to discuss employee issues.  All were in favor.

Dale moved and Jeremy seconded to open to regular session at 9:40 PM.  All were in favor.

Mike moved and Dale seconded that due to limited funds the City would not grant employees raises this fiscal year.   All were in favor.

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded that employee time sheets need to be reviewed by the Mayor or President of the Council.  All were in favor.

Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to change City Hall hours to five days a week during the water tank construction.  City Hall hours will be 9:00 to 2:30 with a half hour for a lunch break.  All were in favor.
Dale moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:55 PM
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
