MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

August 11, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the president of the council, Mike Morgan.  Present were Council members Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Mayor James Hoogland, JR was not present.  Guests present were Cynthia Nye, City Attorney Will Herrington.

The floor was opened to the guests to discuss concerns about a draft nuisance ordinance that was distributed to the council for review at a previous council meeting. Several people presented their views on this proposed ordinance stating that it was too restrictive and should not be considered as written.  There was a concern over the fact that the ordinance could be passed under the suspension of rules and felt that this needed more consideration.  Mike Morgan addressed the guests saying that this ordinance will be tabled indefinitely and if considered at a later date each area of the ordinance will be considered and rewritten if needed.  He further stated that it would not be passed under the suspension of rules and will be read at 3 meetings to give the public a chance to voice their opinion.
The minutes from the July 28the meeting were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Milt moved and Dales seconded to pay the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A contract funds request to Walter Steed for the water project block grant was reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to approve the signing of the request.  All were in favor.  Mike Morgan signed in the Mayors absence.
MAINTENANCE REPORT: Steve reported that he has sent a packet of information to the EPA in response to the phone conference concerning the lagoon violations.
The CXT bathroom project has been completed and is now in operation.  The final report has been completed and will be sent next week. 

Steve reported that he has installed a locking water meter at a location where the resident turned the water back on after the City turned it off for non payment.

CLERK TREASURERE REPORT:  Barbara presented the finance committee with the July report for signature.  Remaining reports will be presented at the next meeting.

PLANNING & ZONING:  No activity for Kendrick.  There are several projects they are working on for Juliaetta.  Steve asked Cynthia for clarification on a fence issue on a business on Main street where the resident has asked for a waiver from the current requirements.  Cynthia will get back to the council on this issue.

PARKS & RECS: Dale reported that the pool will be closing for the season on August 16th.  He would like the council to send Joanna a thank you award.
Dale received a bid on a pool cover that will be presented to the pool committee.  The pool will not be drained this year.  The cover will keep leaves and junk from accumulating.

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jeremy presented updated valuations for the fire equipment to be presented to the insurance company.

The water tank project was discussed.  The preconstruction meeting was held and the project is proceeding.

A second bid from Windows Doors and More  on the installation of new city hall windows was reviewed.  This bid was higher that the previous bid from Doug Silflow.  Jeremy moved and Dale seconded to proceed with the installation of the windows with the first bid from Doug Silflow.  All were in favor.

Nuisance Ordinance 719 was briefly discussed to determine if the council wanted to proceed with it.  It was tabled indefinitely.  Will Herrington suggested if this ordinance is reconsidered each area be examined individually and rewritten.

The next meeting will be on August 25th and will be a public hearing for our budget ordinance.

Milt moved and Dale seconded to adjourn to executive session for personnel issues at 8:10 PM.  All were in favor.

The regular meeting was resumed at 8:59 PM and adjourned at 9:03.  No action was taken.
