MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

September 8, 2008

Acting Mayor Mike Morgan called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.  Present were Council members Dale Lisher, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Attorney Will Herrington, Rose and Val Norris, Lynda Brocke, Anna Bruce, Michael Cook, Frank and Dawn Heath, Judy White of White Insurance Agency, and  Steve Brooks.
The first order of business was to swear in Dale Lisher as Mayor.  Dale then took over the meeting and the floor was opened to Judy White. After some discussion on the employee insurance rate increase for this year Milt moved and Mike seconded to keep the insurance deductibles as is.  All were in favor.
The minutes from the August 25th public hearing and regular council meeting were read.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Milt seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A flyer for a leadership seminar was presented to the council.  

An application for the maintenance helper was reviewed.  Mike moved and Milt seconded to hire Jim Fey as the maintenance helper at $10 per hour.  He will also be eligible for benefits. All were in favor.

Dale discussed the progress meeting with JUB on the water tank site.

MAINTENANCE REPORT:  Steve reported that there was a letter forwarded from the city attorney from the EPA’s attorney asking about our progress with the lagoon problems.  Steve has talked with Terry Nab and he has agreed to take on the project.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to hire Terry.  All were in favor.

Steve will be doing his annual water testing next week.
The Army Corp of Engineers will be in town doing their annual levy inspections next week. 

Steve reported that he will be attending the Idaho Rural Water workshop conference on September 18th and 19th. 

CLERK TREASURER:  Barbara reported that the Depot checking account has been closed.  Also the safety deposit box at the bank has been closed.  A check has been issued for the final payment on the Stanton Springs loan.  This is to meet the requirements of the refinancing of the 1996 water bond.  We will not need to pay the additional reserve for the 1995 bond.  The current reserve will meet the new requirements for both the new bond and the 1995 bond reserve.

Barbara will be on vacation the week on Sept 15th through Sept 22nd.  Cynthia Nye will be filling in.

URBAN FORESTRY:  The tree committee will be having a meeting on Sept 9th.  The locust tree at the residence of Vivian Craig was discussed.  The tree has uprooted the sidewalk.  Also a dead tree on 9th Street was discussed.  Milt moved and Mike seconded to have both of these trees removed.  Steve will replace the sidewalk where the roots have torn it up.  All were in favor.

PLANNING & ZONING: Mike reported that Mike Romiski is interested in serving as a new member of the committee.
PARKS & RECS: Dale noted that a final report for the pool needs to be done.

SWAC: There will be a meeting on September 17th.  Dale will attend.

RV PARK SITE: Steve reports that the project is continuing.  He is ready t o put in the electrical stubs.  There will be 4 sites done this year.
The new bank signature cards were signed.  Check signers will be Dale, Barbara, Milt and Mike.

The sewer rates were discussed.  There were several questions addressed by the council as well as guests.  Mike moved and Milt seconded to raise the sewer rates by $.85 effective October 1, 2008.  All were in favor. 

Considerations for the vacancy in the City Council were discussed.  Resumes from Anna Bruce and Donna Corkill were reviewed by Mayor Lisher.  Dale’s recommendation was Donna Corkill.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to accept Dale’s recommendation.  All were in favor.

Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to convene to executive session at 9:00 PM.  All were in favor.
