Regular meeting of the Kendrick city Council

September 22, 2008

Mayor Dale Lisher, called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. Present were Mayor Lisher; Council members, Milt Patterson, Jeremy Alexander, Mike Morgan, and Donna Corkill; Public Works Director Steve Howerton; and Substitute City Clerk Cynthia Nye.

Mayor Lisher swore in new council member Donna Corkill.

Minutes from the September 8th meeting were read. Mike moved that the minutes be accepted as corrected. Jeremy Alexander seconded the motion. Motion passed.

The disbursements were reviewed. Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the disbursements. The separate bill from JUB was looked at. Milt moved and Mike seconded to pay the JUB bill. Motion carried.
Correspondence was presented. Dale will be attending the Clearwater Development training in Orofino on the 25th.

Steve Howerton gave the maintenance report.  The RV Park electrical conduit will be finished tomorrow and then Kim Cannon will install the wiring and electrical connections for the electrical pads and the electricity in the bathroom. Howerton attended the Rural Water Conference in Worley the previous Thursday and Friday. He attended the Wastewater Math Class, Electrical Class, and Electrical Safety Class. This earned him .6 CEU’s for wastewater and .4 CEU’s for water.  He has submitted another letter to EPA about their infiltration concerns. The city did pretty extensive videos of the system back in 2000 and will review them for further repair work needs plus the city has no control over the problem of freezing since they can not control power outages. Jim Fey started working this week and is working out good.
The Water Project is moving along good, either ahead of schedule or on schedule. The drain fabric has been put down and an outside firm is going to do tests on compaction and on the concrete. The water line from the well house behind the high school to the NE corner of the school had to have a large sleeve placed over a section due to the nearness of the sewer line.

Cynthia gave the Clerk’s report. Since Barb is on vacation, all questions on the financial reports will have to wait for answers until Barb returns. A donation was received from the Associated Students for the War Memorial Pool. The students raised this money by having a hat day fundraiser. The city will be sending them a letter of thanks. Cynthia reported that she attended the PERSI training on Tuesday morning and gave all the council members handouts including new death beneficiary forms that PERSI wants filled out.

 She reported that Della Patterson is concerned about the dead branches on the trees on 4th street beside her house that were too high for Steve to trim. Mike moved and Milt seconded to have Rembrandt Tree do the cutting of the 2 dead trees and see what he will do at Della’s place. Motion carried.
Milt Patterson gave the Urban Forestry report. Matt Ihm is a new member. Ihm has been active in tree committees previously.

Dale reported that he got a call from Val Norris. There had been an accident to a volunteer firefighter, Jim Martin, at a fire that the Fire Dept. had responded to on Monday. A piece of ash had gotten into his eye and Norris didn’t find out about it until Martin was having it removed on Friday.  There is going to be training about reporting accidents immediately.

Dale attended the SWAC meeting and reported that there is definitely going to be an increase in the city’s cost due to the increase in the cost of diesel fuel.

Mike Morgan asked what would be the next step to do something about the Depot. The council decided to see how the current spaces work out and then explore options and find out what the feelings of the city residents are. Steve said that he will see if Nellie Millard is interested in buying the old windows from the city hall.

Milt moved and Mike seconded to pass Ordinance 721 under suspension of rules by title only. The title was read and then a roll call vote was taken: Milt –yes, Mike-yes, Jeremy-yes, and Donna-yes. Motion carried 

Dale announced that he was recommending the appointment of Mike Romiski to the KJ Planning and Zoning Commission. Mike moved and Milt seconded that the council approve the nomination. Motion carried.

Donna moved and Mike seconded that the meeting be adjourned at 8:02pm. All were in favor.
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
