MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

October 13, 2008

Acting Mayor Mike Morgan called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.  Present were Council members Donna Corkill, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  Mayor Lisher was not present.   Guests present were Cynthia Nye and Frank Heath.

The floor was opened to guest Frank Heath.  Frank inquired about an ailing tree on the property line between his residence and his neighbor.  They would like to have this tree removed but it is possible that it would damage the power lines above it.   Steve will contact Avista about having the tree trimmed or removed.

The minutes from the September 22nd meeting were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Milt seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to pay the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A letter from the Lions Club outlining a recycling program was reviewed.  The Lions club would build a trailer and donate it to the city for recycling.  The City will look into the costs of transporting the recycling to Moscow and get back to the Lions Club.

MAINTENANCE REPORT: Steve reported that the Army Corp of Engineers reported that their inspection of our levies was acceptable.  The vegetation growth needs to be addressed and one culvert gate flap has a crack and needs to be replaced.  Also a building on the East end of the levy owned by Brocke may be a problem in the event of a flood. 
Steve reported that the new windows at City hall have been installed.  Steve asked if the council had a preference for paint color to paint the City hall building.  The council had no preference.

Steve reported on the progress of the RV park site.  The pads are completed.  The electrical wiring needs to be done next.  Lee Cannon will be doing that installation.

Steve reported that resident Donna Weyen has a tree that she has asked to be trimmed.  He will look into it.  Rembrandt tree removal has removed the trees at Vivian Craig’s and also the one on 9th Street.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: Barb presented the council with September financial reports.  There were several questions related to the fiscal year payouts concerning the pool operations. Barb presented the council with pay requests for the water project from Walter Steed and JUB.  Both requests need council approval and forwarding to Ted Anderson at USDA Rural Development for approval.  Jeremy moved and Milt seconded to forward the invoices to Ted Anderson.  All were in favor.

PLANNING AND ZONING:

PARKS AND RECS: Steve reported that the pool has been winterized.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy presented a signed copy of the Automatic Aid Agreement.  This agreement will help with their insurance rating.  Jeremy reported that the department had participated in the Juliaetta chimney fire training.  Rose Norris also spent some time at the school talking with the kids about the fire department.

Steve reported on the water tank project.  The tie in of the 8” main to the existing 6” main has been completed with no problems.  The contractors are putting in the rebar for the tank floor at this time.  Chlorination of the 8” main from the high school to the new well house has also been completed. 
Steve also reported on the incident of the existing tank overflow due to the failure of the phone line resulting in the flood of resident Jim Cuddy’s basement.  Steve and helper Jim Fey spend 3 days on clean up at the residence.

A letter from the bank concerning the refinance of the 1995 bond was discussed.  The bond refinance was postponed due to the state of the economy.  The bank has asked the City to sign a Conditional Call Notice letter in anticipation of refinancing when the market allows.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to approve signing the letter.  All were in favor.
The preliminary format for the codification of the ordinances from Sterling Codifiers was reviewed.  The council agreed to the format.  Barbara will contact Sterling to proceed with the project.

The audit for FY 2008 has been scheduled for October 24th.  The engagement letter from Presnell Gage was reviewed.  Milt moved and Donna seconded to approve signing the engagement letter.  All were in favor.

Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to move to executive session to discuss a legal matter at 8:40 PM.  All were in favor.

Jeremy moved and Milt seconded to return to regular session and adjourn the meeting at 9:07 PM.
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
