MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF KENDRICK CITY COUNCIL

November 10, 2008 

Mayor Dale Lisher called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Mike Morgan, Donna Corkill; Public Works  Director Steve Howerton, and Substitute  City Clerk Cynthia Nye. Guests were Don Whybark-Johns, Fran Johns, and Jim Martin.

Mayor Dale Lisher started by apologizing to Don Whybark-Johns and Fran Johns for  the rock on their property, Lot 4, of Block 21 near “B” St, from the work being done by  S & L for the city. Lisher offered to have the city remove the rock and reseed the area so that it would be restored to its original condition.

Don Whybark-Johns said that would be trespassing and presented the council with a three page hand out and some photos of the rock.  He offered 3 options that were acceptable to him. The city agreed to get back to him by next Monday.
Jeremy moved and Donna seconded that the October 13, 2008 minutes be accepted as corrected. Passed. Minutes stand approved as corrected. 

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded that the disbursements list plus the bill from Kendrick Hardware be paid, Passed.

The Water Project progress billing from Walter Steed for $2,958 was examined. Jeremy moved and Donna seconded that the bill be paid. All were in favor.

Mike moved to pay the request from S & L for $246,100.35 and Jeremy seconded it. Motion carried with all in favor. Mayor Lisher signed the five copies.

Donna moved and Mike seconded that the bill from JUB for professional services from Sept. 21 thru Nov 1, 2008 totaling $21,261.05 be paid.  Motion carried with all in favor. The work is 90% done.

Correspondence was looked at. There was a letter from Adelphia about franchise fees. The council decided to forget the idea of franchise fees.

Dale reported on the tour by 2 busloads of members of the legislature on Sunday. He and Jerry Brown acted as guides.  It was dark so they couldn’t see much but they showed them the high school addition and well, city hall, the RV Park, and the pool. 

The Local Highway Technical Assistance Council sent a packet of information which will help with getting grants for roads, chip sealing, etc. This packet was given to Steve.
Steve reported he told the EPA that they would be informed by the end of November what the sludge evaluations results are and Terry Nab’s recommendations. Steve would like Terry to come to the next city council meeting.


Steve talked with Dave Klatt from the tree committee. They are proposing buying a little ATV to use for trail maintenance with grant money if it can be spent for that. They want the city to find space to store it.  


Rose Norris informed Steve that one of the heaters in the fire hall meeting room isn’t working. She also stated that the entry doors need repainting and wanted to now if the city could repaint them. Steve will try to get it done during the bad weather.

Mark Harris felled the dead tree on 8th St.  Jeremy moved to spend $50 on a gift certificate for Harris as a thank you. Mike seconded it. Motion passed.


Mike reported that Planning & Zoning held a meeting on Oct. 20 to deal with 2 subdivision proposals for Juliaetta.


Dale presented a summary of the pool bank account and its activity. There is a balance of $5,298.88 that he would like to use to buy the supplies for next year. He is trying to set up a meeting with the Pool Committee.

Jeremy reported that a check for the fire dept going to a fire recently has been received by Juliaetta and they should be sending a portion over to Kendrick.


Steve reported that they have started stripping forms for the 2nd half of the walls of the water tank and that they are nice and smooth.


The city has received a letter acknowledging the city’s request for water right transfers. They will be advertising and if there are any comments they will be sent to the city.


There is $25,000-$26,000 available in the Rural Water Block Grant funds that needs to be spent on something related to the water project. Amy is checking to see if it can be used for sewer. Steed mentioned a handicap accessible ramp to the city hall and handicap accessible bathroom. Other possibilities mentioned were demolition of the old reservoir which is leaking or replacing the 2” line to the high school which is leaking. It is about 60 feet long.

The paving is done for the RV Park. They are waiting on the wiring. Dale reported that there is one person who is interested in renting a space as of the 16th. A drop box with envelopes needs to be put up for payment. Mike moved to have the rates set at $20 daily, $100 weekly, and $230 monthly with a maximum stay during the summer months of May thru September being set at one month. Jeremy seconded the motion. All were in favor. The city is still under budget on the RV Park. Bumpers and picnic tables still need to be bought. Everything needs to be finalized by March or lose it.

The Lions Club’s request to have the city accept a recycling trailer that they would build was revisited. It could be set up near the leaf bins. Mike moved to go ahead with the recycle bin. Donna seconded it. All in favor.

Mike moved to dedicate $11,800 of the city’s reserve CD as a reserve for the 1995 Bonds; $37,000 of the CD as a reserve for the 2008 Bonds; and $1,200 as other City funds. Jeremy seconded. All in favor.


Donna moved that Resolution 8-227 changing the sewer rate be passed. Mike seconded the motion. Mike –Yes, Donna – Yes, Jeremy – Yes.


Resolution 8- 226 dealing with Identity Theft was tabled.

Depot Building: It was determined that the council needed input from everybody in town to come up with what should be done with the Depot Building. The council requested that Cynthia Nye put a small article in the Latah Eagle requesting opinions,

It was decided that the council would continue having a meeting schedule of 2 meetings a month but if there wasn’t anything to do a meeting would be canceled.


Dale will talk to the contractor before they leave town and see if they will put a layer of bulk rock on the area across from city hall.  They are thinking of building a city maintenance building so that there will be a base for it.

Walter Steed had told the mayor that we need 3 people for a Handicap Committee. Mary Beth from the clinic is willing to serve.

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded that the council go into executive session at 9:27 for possible litigation. All in favor.
Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to return to regular session and adjourn the meeting at 9:45pm.
