MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

November 24, 2008

Mayor Dale Lisher called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Donna Corkill, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  
Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Frank Heath, and Amy Uptmor of JUB Engineering, John McFarland, Steve Knight and Rose Norris.
The floor was opened to Amy Uptmor who presented the council with an update on the progress of the water tank project.  Amy stated that the project is on schedule and within budget.  The city will not need to use any of the contingency funds set aside for the project.  Amy also stated that they are working on an easement agreement with property owners Sweeny and Renfrow for an access road to the water tank.

The floor was opened to John McFarland who presented the council with development plans for his property outside the City’s limits.  He would like to develop this property and annex it into the City.   The property would be divided into approximately 80 city lots.  He stated that he believes there is adequate water for this development but needs to bring sewer in.  The Council noted that his property is not contiguous to the City limits so annexation would not be possible at this time.  Mr. McFarland will continue to work on this and return to the council should all stipulations for annexation be met.
The minutes from the November 10, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.
Disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Milt seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale noted that the Idaho Department of Transportation is having an auction of excess equipment.  Dale noted that he received a phone call from a resident on the parking of logging trucks on Main Street overnight.  It is blocking the view of traffic needing to turn on the Main highway.   Steve will talk to the driver and ask him to park elsewhere.

MAINTENANCE: Steve reported that he has begun discharging in the lagoons again.  Testing is ongoing.  Steve has answered all of the EPA questions from the meeting last summer.  All of the responses have been forwarded to City Attorney Will Herrington.  Will had not answered the letter as of last week and upon inquiry he stated he would readdress the issue.  

Steve and Jim have been working on repairs to the snowplow in anticipation of snow this winter.

Steve and Jim will also be installing the cover on the pool before the snow.

CLERK TREASURER: Barbara presented the council with financial reports for October.
URBAN FORESTRY: Barbara noted that the current grant balance is approximately $2600.  Milt will check with the tree committee to see how they are planning on using these funds.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy reported that the chili feed earned approximately $700 this year.  Rose asked about clearing the property next to the shed by the fire hall.  Levi Bruce has volunteered to do the work and they need a dump site for the fill dirt.  Steve will look at the dirt and see if it can be dumped in the area across from City hall to level the area for a new maintenance shop.

The RV Park project is waiting on the electrical hookup.  Steve will call Lee Cannon to see when this will be done.

Resolution 8-226 for the Identity Theft program was reviewed.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to adopt the identity theft program and pass the resolution.  All were in favor.

The Depot building was discussed.  Dale asked if any of the council members had received any feedback from the community.  None was received.  He asked Cynthia to but another article in the paper and asked the council to be prepared to make a decision at the next meeting concerning the building.

The new City maintenance shop was discussed.  Jim Fey has received one quote on the materials for a 40 x 60 foot building of $36,000.  This would be for materials only.  The maintenance employees would do the construction.  The council asked that we get a couple more quotes for comparison.

Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to go to executive session at 8:50 PM to discuss litigations.  Milt moved and Donna seconded to resume the regular meeting and adjourn at 8:55 PM.
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
