MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

December 8, 2008

Mayor Dale Lisher called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Donna Corkill, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton, Maintenance helper Jim Fey and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  

Guests present were JP Stravens, Carol Haynes, Rose Norris, Sharon Harris, Chris Kowrach, Jana Townsend, Frank Heath, Terry Nab of Progressive Engineering, Bob Hassoldt and Cynthia Nye.

The floor was opened to Jim Stravens to discuss the LHTAC grant applications.  The deadline for the 2009 grant application was overlooked and we were unable to apply for this year.  Jim discussed the grants available as outlined in the transportation plan.  The Council asked that Jim follow up and begin the process for applications for the next year so the deadline is not missed again.

The floor was opened to Terry Nab who discussed the current sewer lagoon system and the necessary improvements to make it operable to EPA standards. Terry also discussed the previous conference call from Tom Moore from DEQ.  Terry suggested that Michelle Bly from Progressive Engineering send a letter of interest to DEQ to have the City placed on the list for possible low interest loans for construction of lagoons.  The deadline for letters of interest is in early January.
The floor was opened to Carol Haynes who represented the citizen’s interest in the depot building.  The guests asked the council to delay any decisions on the depot for 6 months to allow a committee to be formed to refurbish the depot.  There was quite a lengthy discussion on the stability of the building.
Donna moved and Milt seconded the motion to hold any decision on the fate of the depot until the next council meeting.  All were in favor.

The minutes from the November 24th meeting were reviewed.  Milt moved and Mike seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.
The disbursements were reviewed.  Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to pay the disbursements and to approve the mayor’s signature on the S&L progress billing.  All were in favor.

Correspondence and Announcements: Dale discussed putting a rock crusher on the Renfrew property next to the new water tank construction site to crush the rock from the construction.  The council was in agreement.

The logging truck discussed at the last meeting has continued to park on Main Street overnight.  Steve will contact the driver’s employer to ask him to park on the back street.

Dale announced the December 22nd meeting will be held at the fire hall due to the necessity of handicap accessibility for the public hearing.
MAINTENANCE: Steve reported that the pool cover has been installed.  The pool has been completely cleaned and water is being pumped in for the winter.

Steve reported that the dump truck has been prepped for the season.  Jim reported that there are some repairs needed that they cannot do and recommends that it be serviced.  The council left this to the maintenance department’s discretion.

PLANNING & ZONING: Cynthia noted that our current ordinance needs to be updated to read that the committee meetings are held as set for the in the bylaws of the commission.  Barbara will prepare a correcting ordinance.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy reported that the department is considering signing an agreement with the Idaho Transportation Department that will pay the department when they respond to traffic accidents.  The council agreed.

Rose reported that the Kendrick High School had requested a walk through for their addition to the school.  This has been completed with only a couple of minor follow ups necessary.

The water project is nearing completion.  The concrete is taking time to set due to the weather.

The RV park project is at a standstill waiting for the electrical hookups.

The maintenance shop project was discussed.  Jim Fey has received another bid for this project.  It came in lower than the first bid and the council asked for one more bid.

Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to move to executive session at 9:50 PM.  All were in favor.
Milt moved and Donna seconded to return to regular session at 10:00 PM.  All were in favor.

Mike moved and Milt seconded to give Steve and Barbara a $300 Christmas Bonus and a $200 bonus for Jim Fey.  All were in favor.

Donna moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 10:00 PM.  All were in favor.
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
