MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

March 9, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Donna Corkill, Jeremy Alexander, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton, Maintenance helper Jim Fey and City Clerk Barbara Brady.

Dale amended the agenda to include a discussion on the city tool shed.  He then opened the floor to guests for discussion on the depot building.  Dale noted that comments would be limited to 3 minutes due to the number of people wanting to speak.  

Sharon Harris was the first speaker. Sharon read several letters of support for the depot and it was requested that the letters be attached to the minutes and are hereby attached.  Several guests presented their opinions on the depot and the discussion was closed to the floor at 8:17 PM.

Discussion of the depot was turned to the council and Mike moved to not accept the JK Heritage Foundation purchase and lease offer and to accept the purchase bid from Timberworks, Inc.  Donna seconded the motion and a role call vote was taken.  Mike-yes, Donna-yes and Jeremy-yes.  Motion was carried.

The minutes from the February 9, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A request from Sharon Harris asking the council to amend the minutes to include additional statements from the City Attorney was considered.  Donna moved and Jeremy seconded to include the additional statements in the Feb 9th minutes.  All were in favor.

A second request from Carol Haynes asking the council to include a comment made by guest Bob Ouderkerken offering to purchase the depot building for $10,000 if after 3 years the restoration had not progressed to the City’s satisfaction be included in the February 9th minutes.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded the request to include the comment in the minutes.  All were in favor.
Disbursements were reviewed.  Barbara noted that there were 3 additions to the disbursement list including the city’s portion of the pool management money for the 2009 season, a bill to JUB Engineering and a bill to the water bond attorney.  Barbara is waiting on the receipt of grant funds for a portion of the JUB and attorney’s bill before paying the invoices.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to pay the disbursements with the 3 additions after the grant money is received.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale noted that the city has forwarded the lagoon project to the governor’s office for inclusion on the federal stimulus package.
MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT:  Steve reported that the drinking water protection plan is almost completed.  This is a requirement from UDSA Rural Development for the completion of our water project.
Steve reported that he has been in touch with Terry Nab concerning the lagoon questions from EPA. Terry will be putting together a final draft letter that will include 5 mixers.

The hydro seeding has been done at the new well site as well as the water tank site.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT:  Barbara presented the January and February check registers for signatures from the finance committee.  Due to the resignation of Milt Patterson the council appointed Donna Corkill as the second committee member with Mike Morgan.

Barbara stated that it will be necessary to open a new designated bank account for the 2005 bond requirements to deposit money monthly until a full annual bond payment is deposited.  She asked the council to approve the opening of this account.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to open the account.  All were in favor.

PLANNING AND ZONING: Mike reported that at a previous meeting a there was a discussion noting that ordinance 718 needed to be amended to further define lot frontage with the city.  Ordinance 724 amending ordinance 718 was reviewed.  Donna moved and Mike seconded to adopt ordinance 724 under suspension of rules.  All were in favor.

PARKS AND RECS:  Dale noted that the handicap lift for the swimming pool has been ordered.  Four lifeguards from last year are returning and he hopes to hire 2 more.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Val noted that they will be sending information to Barb to order the clock for the fire department. 

Val reported that he had reviewed the suggested ordinances from our codifiers and asked that the fire department review any ordinances before the city adopts them

Dale discussed the pending purchase of an ATV for the city and the urban forestry committee.  The tree committee has Ok’d the purchase but is waiting to verify that the grant funds can be used towards this purchase.
The RV park sites were discussed.  Steve noted that the storage shed needs to be moved to accommodate another site.  The costs to move the building will be about $800.  The building will be moved to the east end of the sites with the door opening toward Railroad Street.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to approve the expenditure to move the building.  All were in favor.

The 2009 Fair Housing Proclamation was discussed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the mayor making the proclamation.  All were in favor.

The code book has been reviewed by the mayor and council members and returned to Barbara for her review.

Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:23 PM
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
