MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

April 13, 2009
Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, and Andrew Tweit; Public Works Director Steve Howerton; and substitute City Clerk Cynthia Nye.
Guests were Joyce Brocke, John Bemus, Andrea Lawson, Lisa Krieger, Shelly Crane, Frank Heath, and Carol Haynes.

The four senior nursing students from LCSC made a presentation on Disaster Preparedness and handed out pre and post tests.

Jeremy Alexander moved and Donna Corkill seconded that the minutes of the march 23, 2009 meeting be approved as amended. Motion carried.

Mike Morgan moved and Andrew Tweit seconded that the disbursements be paid. All in favor. Motion carried.
Maintenance Department: Steve reported that Rose Norris had requested permission to block off S. 7th St. on Locust Blossom Day for the Fire Dept. to do an extraction demonstration. He is going to pass the information on to the Lions Club. 

They have just finished reading meters. There are three with unusually high readings. The one at Brocke’s had a substantial leak on the pipe that continues on to the lagoon. When the pipe was turned back on the city had a leak on their part. There needs to be an adjustment made to the bill. One family in a rental had a leaky toilet and hadn’t told the landlord. When it is in the house it is beyond the city’s jurisdiction. The Kochsmeier’s had a leak on the homeowner’s side of the meter. The contractor had put in a cheap fitting  so it was not their fault. The extra should be removed from the bill. The council agreed.
Jim and Steve are working on finishing the building that was moved. Steve is going to talk to Dale Taylor about breaking up the old cement. Mayor Lisher requested that he remind Taylor about the handicap access upgrades at the pool.

Planning and Zoning: Mike Morgan reported that he has been unable to make contact with Peggy Bateman but will keep trying.

Parks and Rec: Lisher reported that 7 applications have been received for lifeguard positions.

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the National Health Care Decision Day Proclamation. All in favor.

Carol Haynes asked the council how they decided what correspondence should be read at meetings. Mayor Lisher stated that correspondence addressed to the mayor and council is handed out to the council members. If addressed to the city it is read out.

Joyce Brocke expressed concern that the city has no bio-hazard ordinance.

Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to adjourn at 8:05pm. Motion passed with all in favor.
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
