MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

April 27, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, and Andrew Tweit; Public Works Director Steve Howerton; and City clerk Barbara Brady.

Guests present were Terry Nab of Progressive Engineering and Amy Uptmor of JUB Engineers.

Mayor Lisher led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The floor was opened to Terry Nab who discussed the sewer lagoon problems.  He has drafted a letter to send to the EPA in response to their inquiries.  He asked for city comments and a review from the attorney before the final letter is submitted to EPA.

The minutes for the April 13th meeting were reviewed and Mike moved and Andy seconded to approve the minutes.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A request from a resident to provide bio-hazard disposals in the public restrooms was investigated by Mayor Lisher.  The county stated that the city is not responsible for providing bio-hazard disposals.
Dale noted that the plumbing inspector will be here tomorrow to inspect the bath house at the pool.

MAINTENANCES DEPARTMENT: Steve noted that he has had a leak detection company inspect some area water lines.  They found 2 significant leaks and these will be repaired.

The city storage building has been moved to its permanent spot and shelving has been installed.  The will store city records and maintenance supplies.

Steve noted that he will not be here for Locust Blossom and Jim Fey will be handling the maintenance.  Steve will be on vacation from May 30th to June 7th.
Steve noted that they will be cleaning the streets this coming week.

CLERK TREASURER REPORT: Barbara noted that the FY2008 audit review will be at the next council meeting.  The check register for March was signed by the finance committee.

Barbara noted that the second council meeting in May would be on Memorial Day and the council decided to cancel the meeting for that week.

PLANNING & ZONING: Mike reported that the committee had a meeting the previous Monday.  The comprehensive plan was discussed.  The flood plains were also discussed.

Mike noted that Peggy Bateman has agreed to be on the committee.  Dale will contact her and make the appointment.

PARKS AND RECS: Dale reported that 4 lifeguards took the CPR and the certified lifeguard and training.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy presented receipts that need to be reimbursed to the department.

OLD BUSINESS: The RV Park is nearing completion.  The concrete has been hauled away from the 5th spot and it is being prepared for blacktop.

The code book needs its final review.  The council decided to have a workshop on May 5th at 5:00 PM for the final review before returning it to the codifiers.

NEW BUSINESS: JUB progress billing was reviewed.  Donna moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the billing to send to Rural Development.  All were in favor.

S&L progress billing was reviewed.  Mike moved and Andy seconded to approve the billing and send to Rural Development.  All were in favor.

The depot release form from Timberworks was reviewed.  There was a lengthy discussion on the signing of this form.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to sign the form.  All were in favor.  The signatures were collected and the form was notarized by Barbara and will be sent to Timberworks.

Andy moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 PM.  All were in favor.
