MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

May 11, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, and Andrew Tweit; Public Works Director Steve Howerton; and City clerk Barbara Brady.

Guests present were Mitchell Marx of Presnell Gage Accountants, Frank Heath, Val Norris, Joyce Brocke, Carol Haynes, Milt Patterson, Roger Courtright and Jim Fey.

The floor was opened to Mitch Marx who presented the City with the finalized audit books for FY 2008.  Mitch gave an overall presentation of the audit and stated that the city is using good accounting procedures.   Mitch answered questions from the council and stated that he would be available for any further questions if needed.

The minutes from the April 27, 2009 meeting were read by Barbara.  Any moved and Mike seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to pay the disbursements.  All were in favor.
Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale announced that information on a seminar for Idaho Ground Water was received if anyone wanted to attend.

Dale announced that he has spoken with Peggy Bateman about being on the Planning and Zoning committed.  He asked Barbara to send a letter confirming her appointment.

Dale reported that the bathhouse at the pool has been inspected and all requirements will be completed before the pool opens.  Tentative schedule for the pool opening is June 6th, weather depending.  Mike noted that the school has requested the pool open on June 4th which is the last day of school.  This will be considered.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve reported that he received a call from DEQ scheduling inspections of the city’s water and wastewater systems.  The water will be done on Wednesday and the wastewater on Friday.

Steve discussed a letter from DEQ awarding the city a planning grant to study for wastewater upgrades. This grant requires 50% match.  The city has until the end of May to decide if we want to do the study.

On May 21st the company donating the herbicide for the lagoons will be here.  This is to test the product on our duckweed problem.

Steve noted that 75 feet of new water line behind the high school has been completed.

Steve and Jim will be starting on the pool to get it ready for this season.

Mike announced that the children’s bike-a-thon will be held next Saturday and asked if they could use cones to block off the street and also use City Hall to count the money.  There were no problems.

CLERK TREASURER:  No report.

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jeremy requested a report on the budget balance for the department.

Val reported on the code ordinance being considered for the new code book.  He came up with preliminary code but it was decided that the book would be returned to the codifiers without a fire department code and one could be added at a later date.

The RV Park site was discussed.  The sewer line is in on the 5th site.  The final work is continuing.

The maintenance shop was discussed.  Barbara is looking at the budget to determine if the funds are available to purchase the steel building kit while they are on sale.  Joyce Brocke voiced some complaints about the shop site and the view obstruction for the neighbor if it is erected.

NEW BUSINESS: Resolution 9-229 formally establishing fees for copies and other public records was reviewed.  Mike moved and Andy seconded to approve the resolution.  All were in favor.

Carol Haynes requested information on the requirements for moving the depot.  Carol was told that the building inspector would be in on Tuesday and that she would need to discuss the requirements with him.  There was a lengthy discussion on moving the depot and Roger Courtright stated that the suggestion to move the depot was made early in the discussions of the depot but the historical committee was against it at that time and wondered why they are not now.  
Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 PM.  All were in favor.
