MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

June 22, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, and Andrew Tweit; Public Works Director Steve Howerton; and City clerk Barbara Brady.


Guests present were Heather Faught of TD&H Engineering, Cynthia Nye and Carol Haynes.  

The mayor led in the Pledge of Allegiance and the floor was opened to guest Heather Faught.  Heather gave a brief overview of services provided by her engineering firm and asked the council to consider them for any future projects the City may be involved with.

The minutes from the June 8th meeting were read by Barbara.  Mike moved and Andy seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Andy moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.
Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale reported that there would be a class given by the University of Idaho engineers to the pool committee to demonstrate a heating process for the pool.  

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve reported that the herbicide testing in the lagoons has nearly eliminated the duck weed.  He is very pleased with the product.  He will be discussing the sludge issue with a contact he has been working with next.  Part of the testing required of the wastewater has been completed. DEQ required a particle analysis testing of Stanton Springs during high and low flow.  The high flow has been completed and the low flow will be done sometime in August.  

Steve noted that the consumer confidence report is due July 1st and he will have it completed this week.  

The initial monitoring tests of the new well need to be completed by the end of this month.

Steve updated the council on the DEQ’s report on the inspection of the entire water system.  There were some deficiencies noted but nothing major.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT:  Barbara provided the council with May Financial statements.  A preliminary budget was provided.  The council set July 15th at 5:00 PM for a budget workshop to review the preliminary figures.  Barbara noted that she would be on vacation the week of July 5th and Cynthia Nye will be filling in.
URBAN FORESTRY: The committee had several questions that Donna asked of the council and she will report back to the committee concerning the responsibility of the upkeep of the trail and ownership of the land near the horseshoe pit.

SWAC:  Dale attended a meeting this past week.  He provided the council with a picture of a recycle bin that Latah Sanitation is working on.  They will provide the bin free of charge and will empty them providing there is no garbage put in the bins.  These will be provided for Kendrick and Juliaetta.

UNFINISHED BUSIENSS: the quit claim deed from Brocke and Sons for the property near the city’s lagoons was discussed.  Steve looked at the property and determined that the survey line would not cause any problems for the lagoons and felt that signing the quit claim deed would not be a problem.  Andy moved and Mike seconded to approve signing of the quit claim deed.  All were in favor.

The rate increase for the sewer was discussed.  A public hearing date was set for July 13th.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to approve setting the public hearing date.  All were in favor.

Paul Rush’s request to drill a well on his property was discussed.  Alternatives to his drilling a well were also discussed.  Dale will meet with Paul to discuss the situation further before a decision is made.

Joyce Brocke’s request to provide free cemetery plots to veterans was discussed.  Barbara surveys several surrounding towns in the area and was unable to find any towns that discount the plots to veterans.  The council decided no changes to the plot rates would be made.
NEW BUSINESS: Parking of logging trucks on Main Street was discussed.  There have been several complaints from residents that cannot see around the trucks when they are turning onto Main Street from sides streets when the trucks are parked.  After a lengthy discussion the council instructed Barbara to write an ordinance prohibiting trucks from parking on Main Street for more that 20 minutes.  This would allow truck parking near the grocery store for business during working hours.  Barbara will present the ordinance at the next meeting.
Mike moved and Andy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 PM.  All were in favor.
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
