MINUTES

PUBLIC HEARING

AND

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

July 13, 2009

Mayor Lisher opened the public hearing to discuss a proposed sewer rate increase at 7:00 PM and the floor was opened for public discussion.  The public hearing was closed at 7:50 PM. Present were Milt Patterson, Deb Klatt, Buddy Henson, Joyce Brocke and Carol Haynes.

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the regular meeting at 7:50PM. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, and Andrew Tweit; Public Works Director Steve Howerton; and City clerk Barbara Brady.
Guests present were Joyce Brocke and Carol Haynes.

Mayor Lisher led in the pledge of allegiance.

The minutes from the June 22nd meeting were reviewed.  Donna moved and Andy seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to pay the disbursements including bond payment transfers.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale reminded the council of the budget workshop scheduled for Wednesday, July 15th at 5:00.  
The handicap parking was discussed.  Steve noted that he has been in contact with a company in Lewiston which quoted a cost of $661.  He will contact them to go ahead with the project.

Dale reported on correspondence with Latah Sanitation concerning the recycling bins proposed for Kendrick and Juliaetta.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve reported on the herbicide progress in the lagoons.  He noted that pond one is doing well; however, pond two needs additional herbicide.

The handicap bathroom at city hall is almost complete.  They will be starting on the entry ramp to the building next as time allows.

Steve asked if the budget allows to complete sidewalk and crosswalk painting.  He will have the project completed.

Mike asked for an update on the lead testing at the depot.  Steve explained to the council the results we have received to date.  More testing will be needed.

URBAN FORESTRY: Donna asked for an update on the tree committee grant funds.  Barbara will provide that information.

Paul Rush’s request for drilling a well on his property is still being considered.  Dale will have further discussion and report back to the council.

NEW BUSINESS: Resolution 9-232 designating a twenty minute parking maximum for trucks was reviewed.  Mike moved and Andy seconded to approve the resolution.  All were in favor.

Resolution 9-230 raising sewer rates effective October 1, 2009 was reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to approve the resolution.  All were in favor.
Resolution 9-231 loaning water funds to the sewer fund for necessary lagoon upgrades was reviewed.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to approve the resolution.  All were in favor.

Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 PM.  All were in favor.
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
