MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

July 27, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander,  Mike Morgan, and Andrew Tweit; Public Works Director Steve Howerton; and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Council member Donna Corkill was not present.

Guests present were Paul and Pat Rush, Val and Rose Norris, Cynthia Nye, Carol Haynes and Joyce Brocke.
Mayor Lisher called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  The floor was opened to Paul Rush who discussed his plans for a development on his property near the water reservoir.  There was considerable discussion on the fire protection problem due to the lack of adequate water flow.  There was discussion on a possibility of running water from the reservoir to a fire hydrant that the fire trucks could pump from as well as the necessity of sprinkler systems in any homes built on the property.

Paul will supply the city with the plot plan for his property and there will be further discussion at a later date.

The minutes from the July 13th meeting were read by Barbara Brady.  Andy moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Andy seconded to pay the disbursements.  All were in favor.
Correspondence was reviewed.  There was a complaint about a dog running at large the past weekend.  There was also a concern about children crossing the highway from the pool area to Phil’s grocery store due to speeding traffic.  The council has suggested that a sandwich board with notice to watch for children might slow the traffic down.  Steve will look into purchasing signs.  

Resident Dan Brown spoke to the mayor concerning the approach to his property.  He would like the street altered for better access.  

The closing date for the pool this season will be August 19th.

The EPA agreement for the assessed fine for the sewer lagoon infractions was reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to approve the Mayor’s signature.  All were in favor.
MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve noted that the water test results from the new well #5 came back clean.

Steve and Jim have completed the handicap bathroom remodel at City Hall and are now working on the handicap ramp.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: Barbara reported that the budget for FY2010 is completed.  The budget hearing will be August 24th.  June financial reports have been distributed to the council.
PLANNING & ZONING: Mike reported that the committee met last week.  They were working on finalizing the comprehensive plan.
Rose Norris asked about a dead tree on East Main Street.  Steve reported that that tree has been cut down.  Mike also noted another tree near Lee Cannon’s residence that may need attention.  Carol Haynes discussed treating local Locust trees for bugs.

Jeremy moved and Andy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:27 PM.  All were in favor.
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
