MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

August 10, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, Andrew Tweit and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Public Works Director Steve Howerton was absent.
Guests present were Cynthia Nye and Paul and Pat Rush.

Mayor Lisher led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  The minutes from the July 27th meeting were reviewed.  Andy moved and Mike seconded to approve the minutes with one amendment.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Andy moved and Donna seconded to pay the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale noted a letter from Lewiston community development on child care training for anyone interested in attending.

The floor was opened to Paul and Pat Rush who reviewed the building plans for the development on their property.  Paul answered questions from the council.  The council felt that everything was in order and is referring the information to the City Attorney to draw up an agreement to be presented to the Rushs.

No maintenance report.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT:  Barbara reported to the council on the increasing bank services charges and upon researching it was found that the city’s general account is a very old account that transferred from a prior bank to Wells Fargo when they were purchased.  If the existing account is closed and a new account opened the city would be able to eliminate most of the current service charges.  The council agreed to proceed with opening a new account.  Barbara will prepare the paperwork and present it to the council.
URBAN FORESTRY: Donna reported that the committee would like to do some planting in the area of the old depot water tower site.  The council was in agreement.  Also the committee would like to plant along the well house at Hwys 3 and 99.  The council also agreed to this.

Donna also noted that the committee would like the city look into asking Brocke to donate the property near the horseshoe pit to the city for a park.  The committee would do the planting.

The committee asked if the city could put a trash can near the RV Dump site.  This was tabled until a later date.

The committee will be checking trees in town for bugs to see if they need to be treated.

SWAC:  Dale noted that Latah Sanitation has forwarded a copy of an agreement to the city to review for the recycling program.  He asked the council to review the agreement and be prepared to discuss it at the next council meeting.
Mike asked if the lead samples have come back on the old depot building.  The city is still waiting on the results.

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:55 PM.  All were in favor.   
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
