MINUTES

PUBLIC HEARING

AND

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

August 24, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the public hearing at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, Andrew Tweit, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  

Mayor Lisher closed the public hearing at 7:05 PM, opened the regular meeting and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the August 10, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes with minor changes.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded.  All were in favor.

There was no correspondence to review.

MAINTENANCE REPORT:  Steve reported that they are finishing up the handicap ramp this week.  Steve and Jim attended the lead abatement class and received their certificates.  They will need to send their application to the state and EPA. When work starts on the demolition of the depot they will need to do air and soil testing as well as blood tests on the workers.
Steve is monitoring the water leakage at the pool to determine the extent of the leak. 

Steve reported that he and Jim would like to attend the water sewer conference in Whorley in September.  The council agreed.

The Paul Rush development was discussed.  Dale reported that he has contacted DEQ but further follow up will be necessary.

Steve reported on a letter received from Terry Nab of Progressive Engineering regarding the sewer aerators.  Steve will be following up on this.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: no report.

Fire Department: the department requested that no parking signs be painted in front of the large overhead doors.  The council noted that the department would need to take care of that themselves.

Ordinance 725 for the appropriations for FY 2010 was reviewed.  Mike moved that the ordinance be approved under suspension of rules and a role call vote was taken.  Mike-yes, Donna-yes, Jeremy-yes, and Andy-yes.
Resolution 9-233 for the mayor’s signature on the EPA fine agreement was reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to approve the Mayors signature on the resolution.  All were in favor.

The Latah Sanitation amendment agreement for recycling was reviewed.  Donna moved and Andy seconded to approve Dale’s signature on the agreement.  All were in favor.

Changing of the council meeting dates was discussed.  Barbara will put this on the agenda for the next meeting.

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 PM.  All were in favor.
