MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

September 14, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, Andrew Tweit, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Judy White, Cristina Kochsmeier, Pete Ware and Carol Haynes.

Mayor Lisher led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Dale amended the agenda according to Idaho Code 67-2343 to add Judy White of White Insurance to the agenda.
The floor was opened to Judy White who presented the council with information on the employee insurance plan.  The policy renewal date is October 1st.  There are no major changes to the policy this year and the rate increase was minimal.  The council agreed to approve the policy as it stands.

The floor was opened to Pete Ware who presented a request to the council to install a ditch from his property across the highway to allow drainage for possible flooding in the future.  Pete has presented this information and requests to prior councils and was denied his request.  He wanted to revisit this request with the current council.  The council took the matter under advisement and will discuss this at the next meeting.

The minutes from the August 24th meeting were reviewed.  Andy moved and Mike seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.
The minutes from the August 31st special meeting were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale noted that Governor Otter will be coming to Kendrick on September 23rd for a meet the people meeting.  He will be at the fire hall until 3:00 PM.  Lunch will be served.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve noted that the application for 2010 discharge permit for the sewer lagoon has been completed and mailed.  He stated that the EPA will be implementing new limits on ammonia and nitrates in the wastewater that we will not be able to meet.  Most small towns with lagoons will not be able to meet the new standards.  Steve will be doing further research on how we may increase our standards.

Steve and Jim will be attending the water conference in Whorley this next week.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: Barbara presented the council with the August financial statements.  The finance committee approved the August disbursement report.  Barbara reported that the code book from Sterling Codifiers has been received.  The codes are now online for public view at www.sterlingcodifiers.com/Kendrick,ID. 

Barbara presented paperwork for signature to open the new general checking account.  Andy moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the signatures to open the account.

Barbara also requested approval to close the well project checking account.  This project is now complete and this account is no longer necessary.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to close the well project account.  All were in favor.

URBAN FORESTRY: Donna read the minutes from the recent meeting.  Joyce Clemenhagen resigned from the committee.  The committee would like approval to have Steve dig a hole in the middle of the old depot water tower forms so the committee can plant a tree there.  They will then make benches around the tree.  The council approved.

The Paul Rush development was discussed.  Dale noted that he has been in contact with Will Herrington to draft an agreement to present to Paul.

Ordinance 726 to change the council meeting dates was reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded under suspension of rules to change the council meeting dates to the third Tuesday of each month.  A role call vote was taken.  Mike-yes, Jeremy-yes, Donna-yes, and Andy-yes.  Motion carried.

Ordinance 727 to accept the code book presented from Sterling Codifiers was reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded under suspension of rules to accept the code book.  A role call vote was taken.  Mike-yes, Jeremy-yes, Donna-yes, and Andy-yes.  Motion carried.

The use of city hall by committee members for their meetings was discussed.  It was determined that the locks at city hall will be changed and the committees may continue to use city hall as long as a council member is present.  Only council members will have a key.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to have the locks changed. All were in favor.

Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 PM.  All were in favor.
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
