MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

September 28, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, Andrew Tweit, and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Public Works Director, Steve Howerton was not present. Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Judy White of White Insurance Agency and Pete Ware.

Mayor Lisher led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

The floor was opened to Judy White of White Insurance who asked for a motion from the council to approve the employee benefit plan for FY 2010.  There are no changes to the plan for this year.  Andy moved and Donna seconded to approve the plan. All were in favor.

The minutes from the September 14th meeting were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Andy moved and Mike seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale noted that the “Capital for a Day” visit from Governor Otter went well.  We received a thank you letter from his staff complimenting the City on the facilities and the lunch provided.
Dale will be on vacation from Oct 7th through Oct 24th.  Next council meeting will be October 20th and Mike will need to handle it.
Dale reported on a letter received concerning a pending inspection of the pool suction drain from the health department.  There is a concern for the safety of the old style drain, however with the remodel last year our drain is in compliance with the new standards.

URBAN FORESTRY: Donna reported that the tree committee wants to plant snow berry bushes along the trail near the Grain Growers.  Dale will contact them to see if they have any comments or concerns.
PLANNING & ZONING: Cynthia reported that the committee had a public hearing on the comprehensive plan.  The plan will be voted on at the next meeting.  Cynthia also reported that Robert Romiski resigned the committee.

SWAC: Dale reported that he attended a meeting on September 24th.  They discussed the recycling bins.  The costs may increase due to lack of participation from the rural cities.  If the project proceeds the bins will be in place by January.
The Solid Waste addendum to our agreement for the next fiscal year was reviewed.  There will not be any price increase this year.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve Dale’s signature on the agreement.  All were in favor.

A draft agreement for the Paul Rush development was presented to the council.  Dale will present a copy to Paul for his review and further discussion will be addressed after Paul’s review.

The floor was opened to Pete Ware to discuss the drainage ditch he is asking the City to approve.  After a lengthy discussion it was decided that Pete will arrange to have the State Engineer present at the November 17th meeting to address any questions from the council.

Dale asked the council to approve the appointment of Thad Davis to the tree committee.  Donna moved and Andy seconded to approve the appointment.  All were in favor.

Dale requested the council approve a donation to help pay the group that provided the lunch for the “Capital for a Day” meeting.  Mike moved and Andy seconded to approve a donation of $350 for the luncheon.  All were in favor.

The Presnell Gage engagement letter for the audit of FY2009 was reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to engage Presnell Gage for the audit and approve Dale’s signature.  All were in favor.

Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:33 PM.  All were in favor.
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
