MINUTES

SPECIAL MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

October 22, 2009

Council member Mike Morgan opened the meeting at 7:10pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Mayor Dale Lisher was not present. Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Carol Haynes and Chris Kocksmeier.  

Mike led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes from the September 28th meeting were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A letter from SWAC concerning the recycling program was discussed.  The council discussed where to place the bins and decided on the lot across from City Hall.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT:  Steve reported that they have been cleaning out the city shop.  They have 2 snow blades and would like to declare one as surplus.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to declare one of the blades as surplus and offer it for sale.  All were in favor.

Steve discussed the pool drainage grate.  It has been determined that it is not in compliance with the new regulations.  New grates have been ordered and will be installed.  The bill will need to be sent to the pool committee for payment.
Steve would like to invite Tom Moore from DEQ to attend our next council meeting to discuss the lagoon and DEQ’s loan program.

There was a discussion on Pete Ware’s pending request for drainage ditches on his property.  There will be considerable expense to the City if the ditch is approved.

Steve reported that the lagoon ponds are looking considerably better since they have been treated for the duck weed. They are continuing to put in the additives and nutrients daily.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT:  Barbara reported that the audit for FY2009 has been scheduled for November 17th.

Barbara requested that the council approve a transfer of funds from the state pool general account to the general checking to meet current expenses.  Donna moved and Jeremy seconded to move $15,000 from the state pool account to general checking.  All were in favor. 

PARKS AND REC: November 7th is set for decorating the park.  All volunteers are welcome.

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jeremy reported that the department has been working on the protocol for dispatch to Latah County.  November 21st is the lighting in the park and the department chili feed.

Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:52 PM.
