MINUTES

MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

November 17, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, Andy Tweit, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Cynthia Nye, Carol Haynes, Justin Wilson of TDH Engineering, Rose and Val Norris and Tom Moore from DEQ.

Dale led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Jeremy moved to amend the agenda to include Terry Nab from Progressive Engineering and Donna seconded the motion. All were in favor.  Terry Nab was unable to attend and did not make a presentation.

The floor was opened to Justin Wilson who gave a presentation on the services of TDH Engineering and invited the council to seek their services if the need arises.

The minutes from the October 22nd council meeting and the November 5th special meeting to canvas the votes from the November 3rd election were read.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to approve both minutes as written.  All were in favor.

The floor was opened to Tom Moore from DEQ.  He explained the loan program available to us for water and waste water projects.  He also presented a lengthy discussion on some of the processes necessary to upgrade our lagoon.
Disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Andy seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.
CORRESPONDENCE: Dale reminded the council of the AIC Fall Academy scheduled for November 30th.

Dale attended the Rec District meeting.  The District is asking to increase the annual donation from the city to $1500 from $1000.  The council discussed this and did not agree to the increase.

The annual lighting of the park for the Christmas season will be November 21st. 

Dale informed the council that Michele Bly of Progressive Engineering was working on the LHTAC grant for the sidewalks and discovered that sidewalks must be attached to a road paving project so our application for sidewalks alone would not be approved.  The council decided not to pursue the grant.

MAINTENANCE: Steve reported that they are working on the wastewater ponds.  They have pumped out the third cell to prepare for repairs because it is leaking.  The sludge will be removed and placed on city property within the lagoon fence to dry out.  It will be disposed of next summer.
Steve and Jim will be working on the electrical hook ups for the tree lighting in the park this week.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT:  Barbara reported that the auditors were here on November 17th.  They will complete the remainder of the audit at their offices and present the final draft in the spring.

PLANNING & ZONING: Cynthia reported that the committee met and finalized the comprehensive plan.  They will forward it to the council for approval.

PARKS & RECS: Dale reported that the pool committee needs to remove the duck slide and lifeguard stand for storage.
Dale also reported that the RV Park has received $3915 to date and the RV dump received $1759 this season.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy reported that Juliaetta’s new fire truck will not fit in their bay and wants to use one of our bays for storage; however, Fire Chief Val Norris reported that they are working on a remodel and it should be able to fit in their bay.
Jeremy asked if Barbara could put a request for recruits on the water bills.  Barbara agreed.

Val reported that the water tender #34 has been disposed of.  This was a surplus truck on loan from the state.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to approve the disposal of the truck.  All were in favor.

SWAC:  Dale discussed a letter received from Latah Sanitation on the audit of their fees for this year.  There was a slight reduction in the fee amount and Latah Sanitation has asked that we waive this reduction for this year.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to waive the reduction in fee.  All were in favor.
Dale reported that the Paul Rush agreement for a sub development is still pending.  Paul has not had time to review the agreement.  He will let the city know after his review.

The drainage ditch issue on Pete Ware’s property is still pending.  Pete has asked that the council call a special meeting to discuss this issue but the council did not agree.  There was a letter from Jim Carpenter of Idaho Transportation presented to the council.  The letter states that the drainage ditch on Pete’s property is adequate.  Andy moved and Mike seconded to forward a copy of this letter to Pete Ware.  All were in favor.
NEW BUSINESS: Christmas bonuses for the city employees were discussed.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to approve bonuses in the amount of $500 for Steve and Barbara and $300 for Jim.  All were in favor.
Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 PM.  All were in favor.
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
