MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

January 19, 2010

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:08 pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, Andrew Tweit, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Jim Fey and Cynthia Nye.

Mayor Lisher led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

The incumbent elected officials were presented with their certificates of election.  There were no newly elected officials to swear in.

The minutes from the December 15, 2009 meeting were read.  Jeremy moved and Andy seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale reported that the SWAC meeting has been rescheduled to April.  He will be attending.  There was information from an antique car club from Lewiston that they will be making a stop in Kendrick on July 3rd for a short period.  There will about 100 cars and they will park on Main Street near the city park.

The Parks & Rec committee will be having a meeting on February 8th.  They will be discussing resurfacing the trail between Kendrick and Juliaetta. 

KJCDA will be having their annual meeting on January 21st.  They are asking for donations for their welcome baskets.
MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve reported that the water production has increased about 50% and suspects there is a leak somewhere.  He has been checking meters and other suspect areas for the possible location.  If the leak site cannot be located he will need to call in a leak detection company.

Steve is working on setting up a meeting with JUB and DEQ to discuss the lagoons and possible areas of improvement.

The depot demolition is continuing.  Steve reported that they found dry rot in all of the corners and around the doors.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: Barbara presented the finance report for January for signatures.  January reports were mailed to the council with their council packets this month. 
Barbara reported that the auditor is still working on finalizing the 2008 audit.  He should have it completed soon.

URBAN FORESTRY: Donna reported that the tree committee wants to plant along the trail and will a lot $500 to this project.  Steve asked what kind of plants they would be planting as this area is sprayed for weeds annually and this should be taken into consideration before planting.

Donna noted the tree committee is asking the City to replace a tree that was cut down at 9th and A Streets.  This was taken under advisement.
The tree committee also asks that the city maintain Wallace Park this year.  The council discussed this matter and has taken it under advisement.

PLANNING & ZONING: the final comprehensive plan was presented to the council.  The council will review it and it will be discussed at the next meeting.
PARKS & RECS:  The pool committee and the pool advisory committee will be having a joint meeting on January 28th.  Dale will be attending.  A pool liner will be the topic of discussion. 

A lease agreement with Theresia Brown was discussed.  There were a few minor changes noted and Andy moved and Mike seconded to approve the agreement and forward it to Theresia for her review.  All were in favor.

The council discussed the water leak at the Brocke complex.  There was no request from Brocke’s to reduce the bill so the bill will stand as is unless a request is made.  

Jeremy asked about getting the signs at the entrance to town painted.  Dale said he would look into this matter.
Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 PM.  All were in favor.
