MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

March 15, 2010

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:02pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Mike Morgan, Andrew Tweit, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Guests present were Nancy Hoobler of Disability Action Center, Frank Heath, Jim Martin, Vivian Craig, Julie Brown, Pete Burnette and Norma and Richard Abrams.
Mayor Lisher led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

The floor was opened to Nancy Hoobler who presented the council with information on the volunteer transportation plan sponsored by Coast Transportation from Colfax.  This plan offers transportation for seniors and persons with disabilities to medical appointments as well as social activities, shopping and recreational activities.  These services are available in Nez Perce, Idaho, Clearwater, Lewis and Latah counties.

The minutes from the February 16, 2010 were read. Jeremy moved and Andy seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Dale noted that there would be a meeting at the senior center for the pool committee on March 17th.
Dale attended a meeting in Moscow concerning the census.  He noted that the public interest in the census has been minimal.  Dale stressed the importance for everyone to return their census forms.

Dale discussed the recycling bin and noted that some people have been putting some contaminated items in the bins.

Dale met with Paul Rush concerning his sub-division project.  Paul is still interested in moving forward with this project and will bring it up at a later date.

Dale noted that there will be a meeting in Juliaetta tomorrow concerning the school and the educational budgets.

MAINTENANCE: The RV sites number 6 & 7 have been completed and the utilities installed.  Steve has contacted Lee Cannon to finish the electrical hook ups.
Steve and Jim continue to work on the sludge problem at the lagoons.  They are also working on the water levels and have installed markers to check the water levels.

Steve reported that he had the sewer lines on North 6th Street cameraed.  All are in bad shape and need to be replaced.  This project will be worked on in April.

CLERK TREASUERE’S REPORT: All financial statements for February were sent to the council with their meeting packets.  The disbursement report from February was signed by the finance committee.

URBAN FORESTRY: Copies of the last tree committee meeting was presented to the council.  The committee would like to plant Arborvitaes plants at the end of the RV parking sites to provide privacy for campers.  They will be applying for a grant to pay for this, however, if the grant is not received they would like the city to pay for the plants.  Andy moved to pay for the plants if the grant is not received.  Mike seconded and all were in favor.
FIRE DEPARTMENT: The department would like a sign on the meeting room door not allowing dogs.  Barb will get a sign.

Jeremy reported that the Juliaetta and Kendrick departments have purchased a brush truck together.  There was a question as to which city would hold the insurance on the truck.  Jeremy will look into this and let us know.

NEW BUSINESS: The city used two trailers owned by private parties to haul the debris away from the demolition of the depot.  It was suggested that a gift certificate and thank you be presented to them for the use of their trailers.  Andy moved and Mike seconded to approve a gift certificate of $40 each be presented.  All were in favor.

The DEQ wastewater grant was discussed.  It was recommended that the city not pursue this grant until our new discharge permit is received.  Until the permit is received we would not know of the requirements and the grant request may be premature at this time.  The council agreed.

The appointment of Raina Weyen to the tree committee was discussed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to appoint Raina to the committee.  All were in favor.

The Locust Blossom Festival was discussed.  The possibility of a street dance and beer garden were discussed at length.   Mike and Andy have contacted both Archie’s and the Hillbilly about sponsoring the event and the use of their liquor license.  Hillbilly will do the event but does not want to purchase any additional liability insurance.  In checking with ICRMP the event could be covered under the city’s policy at no additional costs.   There were several comments made from the guests concerning the city promoting drinking and driving if we are involved in this event.  The Lion’s club has expressed support and will help with the costs involved.
The council decided to take this under advisement and meet next week to make a final decision on this matter.

There was a brief discussion on the topic of a junk ordinance.  The city has received complaints about junk piled on private property.  This subject was tabled and will not be on the agenda at a future date.

Donna moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:22 PM.  All were in favor.
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
