MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

April 20, 2010

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00 pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill, Andrew Tweit, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  Mike Morgan was not present.
Guests present were Earl Bennet, Daniel Crandall, Brian Strampher and Wayne Rausch from Latah County Sheriff’s office, Dave Klatt, Cynthia Nye, Richard and Norma Abrams, and Mitch Marx of Presnell Gage.

Mayor Lisher led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Jeremy moved and Andy seconded a motion to amend the agenda to include approval of the Silver Star Services Proclamation and approval of the JK school bike-a-thon.  All were in favor.
The floor was opened to Sheriff Rausch who discussed the department’s participation in the radio operability program.  This program is funded by the 911 funds on phone lines.  He further explained that this new program will enable emergency personnel to communicate better.  It is transitioning from UHF to VHF frequencies.  They hope to have the program up and running soon.
Deputy Stampher also discussed rumors circulating concerning burglaries in the Kendrick – Juliaetta area.  He stated that these were only rumors and there has not been any increase in call concerning burglaries.  He stressed the necessity of reporting any problems so the department can handle issues in a timely manner.
The floor was opened to Earl Bennett who suggested the implementation of a historical program.  He would like to see a committee formed and an appointment of a city historian.  The council discussed this issue and has suggested inviting the JK Heritage Committee to the next council meeting to get their thoughts on this issue.

The floor was opened to Dave Klatt who presented the council with some updated information and maps on the city cemetery.  Dave spent considerable time in his research and mapping.  He asked to be reimbursed for expenses and that the city donates 2 plots for his work.  Andy moved and Donna seconded to donate 2 cemetery lots to Dave Klatt in exchange for the mapping.  All were in favor.  Andy moved and Donna seconded to reimburse Dave for his expenses.  All were in favor. 

The floor was opened to Mitch Marx of Presnell Gage to review the city audit from FY 2009.  The council received copies previously and had few questions.

The minutes from the March 15, 2010 were read. Andy moved and Donna seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

The minutes from the March 23, 2010 were read. Jeremy moved and Andy seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

The disbursements were reviewed.  Andy moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence and announcements:  The welcome signs are currently being repainted.  They should be done in a couple of weeks.   The welcome sign on the East entrance to town is going to be relocated. 

Dale reported that the city has planted 28 Arborvitae shrubs in the RV Park.  Park benches and 2 barbecues have been installed as well.

MAINTENANCE: Steve reported that Avista has donated a surplus one ton flat bed truck to the city. He would like to budget for a snow plow attachment to fit this truck next year.

They will be working on the sewer pipe replacement on 6th street next week.  The roofs of the welcome signs have been repainted and ready when the signs are ready to be reinstalled.
They will be working on the clay lining on the lagoon ponds.  The clay has been delivered.

PARKS & RECS:  Roto Rooter has cameraed the gutter lines at the pool.  The committee needs to meet with the health department to see if the repair plan will be approved.

SWAC:  Dale attended the April 18th meeting.  The recycle program is working well although we are still getting plastic bags in the bin.  There will be a regional meeting on April 27th in Lewiston.

NEW BUSINESS: There was a discussion on installation of speed bumps on Front Street as suggested by a resident.  The council did not take action on this matter. 
The budget hearing for FY 2011 was set for August 17, 2010 at 6:00 PM.  Barbara will inform the county.  All were in favor.

The curfew at the city park on Locust Blossom day was discussed.  Jeremy moved and Andy seconded to waive the curfew for that day.  All were in favor.

Flowers for the city hall flower bed were discussed.  The flower committee is asking for $100 to purchase plants and they will plant the bed.  Andy moved and Donna seconded to allot $100 for this purchase.  All were in favor.

The elementary school bike-a-thon was discussed.  The committee has asked to use city hall for their headquarters.  Donna moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the use of city hall.  Andy has volunteered to be present during this time.  All were in favor.

The Silver Star Service Proclamation for veterans was reviewed.  Andy moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the proclamation.  All were in favor.
Resident Norma Abrams asked the council if anything could be done about an abandoned home next to their residence.  The council said this was private property and they had no authority.

Donna moved and Andy seconded to move to executive session to discuss a personnel issue at 9:20 PM.  All were in favor.

Jeremy moved and Andy seconded to return to regular session and adjourn at 9:40 PM.  All were in favor.
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
