MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

July 20, 2010

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00 pm. Present were Council members Jeremy Alexander, Donna Corkill,  Andrew Tweit, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton and City clerk Barbara Brady.  

There were no guests present.

Mayor Lisher led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Andy moved and Donna seconded to amend the agenda in accordance with Idaho code 67-2343 to include an Ordinance to declare the Lewiston Tribune as the newspaper of record for the city and to discuss the possibility of hiring Orofino prison inmates to help with the work on the Potlatch River dike.

The minutes from the June 15th meeting were read.  Andy moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to pay the disbursements.  All were in favor.

There was no correspondence reviewed.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve reported that he met with Tom Moore of DEQ concerning a possible land application project for the sewer lagoon.  Tom was in favor of the project.  Steve will be doing research on this possible project and report his findings back to the council.

The resident at 704 E Main has reported a plugged sewer line.  He had the line cleaned and video taped.  Steve reported that this was a prior problem and asked the council to consider taking part of the expense should future problems arise.  The council agreed to pay half of the expense should this line need to be replaced.
Steve reported that there were 5 fire hydrants that needed repairs and all have been completed at this time.
Steve reported on the work being done on the levy as required by the Army Corp of Engineers.  Steve has spent a week working on it and both Jim and Steve together have worked an additional 2 weeks.  There is a considerable more to be done.  Steve asked the council to consider hiring inmates from the Orofino prison to help complete this work.  It will cost $768 a day for 14 men including equipment.  The council took this under advisement and will consider it at the next meeting.

Steve reported that the pool is using 3700 gallons of water a day.  The leak has not bee repaired.

Steve reported that the public restrooms at the park have been vandalized several times.  Steve would like to use a motion camera outside the restrooms to see who is entering during the times it is vandalized.  The council will consider this and suggested putting up signs that the premises is under surveillance to see if this will deter the vandals.

CLERK TRESURER’S REPORT:  no report.

URBAN FORESTRY: Donna reported that the committee met last week but there was not a quorum so no decisions were made.  She reported they had an arborist look at the problem locust trees in town and he reported that the locust beetle has invaded the trees but it doesn’t appear to be a serious problem at this time.
Ordinance number 728 for the declaration of the Lewiston Tribune to be declared our newspaper of record was read.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to accept this ordinance under suspension of rules.  All were in favor.

Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 PM.  All were in favor.
