MINUTES

PUBLIC HEARING

AND 

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

February 9, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the meeting at 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Donna Corkill, Jeremy Alexander, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton, Maintenance helper Jim Fey and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  

Guests present were Lance Meccico of EnviroLagoon, Rose and Val Norris, Cynthia Nye, Carol Haynes, Jana Townsend and Bob Hassholdt.

The floor was opened to Lance Meccico who presented the council with information about the use of Envirolagoon as a biological dredging agent for the lagoons.  There were several questions about his product that were addressed.

Dale announced the resignation of council member Milt Patterson.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to accept Milts resignation.  All were in favor.
The minutes were reviewed.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to accept the minutes as amended.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Mike seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed. Dale noted that he has finished reviewing the codebook and has passed it on to Jeremy.  There will be a CEDA meeting that Dale will be unable to attend and asked if any of the council members would like to attend.  

Dale has been discussing with Dave Klatt of the tree committee their desire to purchase an ATV for the committee’s use.  Dale checked the prices and determined that the remaining amount in the forestry grant will not cover the purchase for the committee.  Dale is suggesting that the City possibly pay the difference and the ATV would be available for both the City and the tree committee’s use.  Mike suggested checking with JK Rec District to see if they have any funds available.  Barbara will check the budget to see if the City has funds for this purpose.
MAINTENANCE DEPT: Steve discussed the storm drain line at the high school needing to be cleaned.  The council approved and Steve will get an estimate.

Steve reported on the meeting with Michele Bly from Progressive Engineering concerning grants from LHTAC.  Michele will try to put together an application for signage before the deadline this month.

Steve reported that the grant deadline for the RV Park is June 30th.  The depot is being cleaned out in anticipation of the sale of the building.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: Barbara reported that the publication for bids for the depot was in the Latah Eagle this past week.  Bids will be accepted until 10:00 AM,  February 20th and will be considered by the council on the February 23rd meeting.

Resolution 9-227 declaring the depot building as excess property was reviewed.   Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to accept the resolution.  All were in favor.
PLANNING AND ZONING: Mike noted that the next meeting will be April 20th.  A letter to council was presented asking them to review the comprehensive plan for suggestions or changes to be discussed at the April meeting.

PARKS & RECS: Dale presented a summary of the pool expenses for last season.  Rose Norris inquired about how the swimming lessons were handles this year.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Jeremy reported that at the last meeting Val had reviewed the mutual aid call the department attended this past month.  Val congratulated the department on being so well trained compared to other departments responding to the call.  Val reported that brush truck 42 needs to have some work done.  The fire association breakfast will be held March 29th.
SWAC: The next meeting will be February 19th.  Dale reported that the Lions Club is still working on the recycle trailer.  They will be discussing it at their next meeting.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: The RV Park is still waiting on the electrical.  Rose Norris asked for a clarification of where the grant funds were coming from. The grant is from Idaho Department of Parks and Recreation.

NEW BUSINESS: A payment request from S&L Underground was reviewed.  Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to approve Dale’s signature on the request.  All were in favor.

A solid waste agreement from the City of Moscow was reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve signing the agreement.  All were in favor.

Jeremy moved and Donna seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 PM.  All were in favor.
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
