MINUTES

PUBLIC HEARING

AND 

REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

January 12, 2009

Mayor Dale Lisher opened the public hearing for the TDS telephone franchise at 7:00 PM.  Present were Council members Donna Corkill, Jeremy Alexander, Milt Patterson, Mike Morgan, Public Works Director Steve Howerton, Maintenance helper Jim Fey and City Clerk Barbara Brady.  

Guests present were Keith Peterson, Idaho state historian, Walter Steed of Walter Steed and Associates, Jana Townsend, Sharon Harris, Carol Haynes and Cynthia Nye.

After hearing no discussion for the TDS public hearing the hearing milt moved and Mike seconded to close the public hearing and open the regular session.  All were in favor.

Ordinance 723 approving the TDS franchise for a ten year period was reviewed.  Mike moved and Donna seconded to approve the ordinance under suspension of rules.  A role call vote was taken, Donna yes, Mike yes, Milt yes and Jeremy yes.
The floor was opened to Walter Steed who discussed the fair housing and handicapped accessibility requirements for the water bond process.  Walter stated that all of the requirements have been met for the fair housing but several items remain for the handicap accessibility requirements.  Walter stated that the handicap accessibility committee has met and a transition plan has been drafted and will need to be signed by the committee and presented to the council for approval.  Some of the items discussed were the pool area bathrooms the public bathrooms near the city park and handicapped parking spaces throughout the town.  Also discussed was the necessity of a handicapped ramp for city hall and signage needed for the restrooms and handicapped parking.
The floor was opened to Keith Peterson, Idaho state historian.  Keith spoke to the council on behalf of the depot restoration committee.  Keith urged the council to consider the committee’s efforts in the depot restoration and that they are working hard on raising the funds to restore the depot.

The minutes from the December 22nd meeting were reviewed.  Milt moved and Mike seconded to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Disbursements were reviewed.  Mike moved and Jeremy seconded to approve the disbursements.  All were in favor.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A letter from the KJCDA Community Newsletter committee requesting donations was reviewed.  The council agreed that the city has used this newsletter for information which avoided the necessity for the city to produce a newsletter.  Milt moved and Mike seconded to donate $60 to the newsletter committee.
All were in favor.

Dale stated that he would like to thank Steve and Jim for the extra work plowing and shoveling snow during our recent snow storm.  He also thanked Barbara for making it to the office during the inclement weather.

Changing of the City hall hours was discussed.  The water tank project is nearing completion and it is no longer necessary that City hall be opened on Fridays for this project.  The council agreed that the hours should return to Monday through Thursday 9:00 am to 4:00 pm with an additional one half hour per day for errands to the post office and bank.  The city clerk’s hours will be 30 per week. This will be effective February 1st.
MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Steve noted that the pool cover did not hold up under the recent snow fall.  The cover is currently on the bottom of the pool.  It will be recovered in the spring when the pool is prepared for the new season.

CLERK TREASURER REPORT: no report.

WATER PROJECT: The project is on schedule.  Today was the deadline for substantial completion for the well.  The reservoir is online.  The contractors are backfilling around the reservoir and working on clean up of the area.  There will be a walk through for the project this Friday.

RV PARK:  We are still waiting on the electrical work to be done.

The city code book is still being reviewed by Donna.  She will forward it on the Milt in about a week.

Ordinance 722 which amends ordinance 710 for our water bonds was reviewed.  The amendments are necessary for the changes in the reserve amounts due to the refinance of the 1995 bond.  Milt moved and Donna seconded to approve the ordinance under suspension of rules.  Donna yes, Milt yes, Mike yes and Jeremy yes.
Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to adjourn to executive session to discuss legal issues at 7:56 PM.  All were in favor.

Milt moved and Jeremy seconded to convene to regular session and adjourn the meeting at 8:32 PM.  All were in favor.
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
